BEWARE OF THE FROG.

“If you were ever fishing,” said an 
observant sportsman, “and see a bull­
frog sitting near by, on a rock or a 
log or a bog or anything, you might 
as well wind up your line and go away, 
for you won’t catch a fish. I found that 
out all by myself a few seasons ago. 
I was fishing up in Sullivan county 
for black bass. I used live bait, for I 
couldn’t get a fish with a fly or a troll. 
Sometimes I had first-rate luck, and 
every day I didn’t have any luck at 
all, I finally noticed, was when a frog 
was sitting somewhere near by, every 
now and then giving a croak or two. 
I couldn’t see any reason why that 
should affect the fish so that they 
wouldn’t bite, though, and thought 
little of it.

“One day I went out to catoh some 
young sunfish and young perch, as I 
found that they were killing bait for 
bass. I caught these fry near the shore 
of the lake, usually with a tiny barbless 
hook baited with a bit of angleworm, 
at certain places alongshore. I had 
never had any difficulty in catching 
plenty of them in a short time. On 
this particular day as I threw my hook 
in the water I saw a big frog sitting 
on a stone at the edge of the lake, not 
more than ten feet from where I stood.

“There is nothing more hopeful in 
the outlook towards enfranchisement, 
said Mrs. Thornley, in introducing the 
young men, “than the fact that the 
young people are considering it, and 
whatever young people take hold of al­
ways goes.”

Mrs. Thornley later spoke of the de­
baters as "young men who have won 
laurels abroad, and who should have 
won laurels at home, but for very un­
just judgment, we all felt.”

Mr. Beal’s arguments have been 
given before, more or less fully. He 
held that statistics proved that women 
were more moral, and equally, if not 
more, intelligent, than men, and just 
as much entitled to represent the men 
at the polls as the men to repre­
sent the women. He pointed to the 
fact that women were more altruistic 
in tendency than men, and their im­
mediate enfranchisement would mean 
the immediate solution of the labor 
problem.

Mr. Screaton quoted extensively to 
prove that wherever it has been in 
vogue, woman’s franchise had been a 
success, and the polling booth had be-
