REPORTED DECLARATION 
WAR.

London, April 12.—A dispatch to the 
Observer says that it was reported at 
midnight that war had been declared 
between Turkey and Greece.

A dispatch to the Observer from 
Athens says that 8,000 troops have 
just started for the frontier.

The Times’ correspondent at Athens 
says: The news of the incursion into 
Turkish territory has been received 
here with great jubilation. The gen 
eral belief now is that nothing can 
restrain the army, which is bound to 
follow across the frontier in a few 
days. The Athens newspapers reflect 
the popular enthusiasm and contain 
highly optimistic forecasts of the prog 
ress of the band in Macedonia. One 
newspaper says that the die is now 
cast, that the successful beginning has 
been made, that it is all over with 
diplomacy, negotiations and identical 
notes or blockade, and that the elo­
quent voice of the rifle has spoken at 
iast.

A telegram from Arta Sunday says 
that Greek bands are crossing the 
frontier at various points and that 
war seesm inevitable.

Constantinople, April 12.—In a com­
munication to the ambassadors, dated 
April 10, the Porte speaks of the in­
vaders of the previous day as "regu­
lar” troops, and the Incursion is re­
garded here as the commencement of 
war.

The order for the departure of the 
Anatolian reliefs for the purpose of re­
inforcing the troops at Salonika has 
been countermanded.

FIGHTING ON THE FRONTIER.
Athens, April 12.—Anent the firing

ty, referring to the presence of the 
British marines and blue-jackets now 
in South Africa, said:

“They are there to represent to Sir 
Alfred Milner the British power in 
South Africa. They are the guarantee 
to him and our colonists—the loyal 
men who supported British rule in 
that country—that this country is de­
termined to maintain its supremacy 
in those quarters and back its high 
commissioner with the power of the 
British Empire.”

Sir Evelyn Wood expressed his sat­
isfaction with the statements which 
he had heard, and declared that “Eng­
land means to be firm in the suppres­
sion of troubles in South Africa.”

SENSATIONAL SUICIDE
Of the Grand Duke of Mecklenburg- 

Schwerin—Threw Himself From 
a Bridge.

London, April 12.—The Grand Duke 
of Mecklenburg-Schwerln died at Can­
nes last night. Frederick Franse III., 
Grand Duke of Mecklenburg-Scüiw^erîn, 
was born March 19, 1851. He was a 
son of Frederick Franse II. and Prin­
cess Augusta of Reuss-Schleiz. pe 
succeeded to the throne on the death 
of his father, April 15. 1883.

Cannes, France, April 12.—A rumor 
is in circulation here today that the 
Grand Duke of Mecklenburg-Scliwer- 
in, whose death was announced as 
having occurred at 9 o’clock on Sat­
urday, here, committed suicide. It 
was stated that his death was duo to 
aneurism of the heart. Duke Johann 
Albrecht, the brother of the late Grand 
Duke, has assumed the regency of the 
Grand Duchy of Mecklenburg-Schwei- 
in. A later dispatch says that the 
report that the Grand Duke of Meck- 
lenburg-Schwerin committed suicide is 
confirmed. The Grand Duke, it ap­
pears, had been suffering terribly, and

Mr. Preston’s bill, to incorporate the ;
Lanark County Electric Railway Com­
pany; Mr. Paton’s bill, to confirm and : 
legalize a bylaw of the corporation of 
the town of Collingwood, were passed. 1

Mr. Harty’s bill, to confer certain 
powers upon the city of Kingston, 
was withdrawn.

A bill intended to relieve' a large j 
meat-packing concern in Collingwood i 
from liability for school taxes came up.
By local bylaw it is exempt from other 
taxes. Mr. Paton, the Liberal" mem­
ber for West Simcoe, was promoter of 
the bill. Mr. Ross nevertheless opposed 
it. He showed that the general law 
prevented a community from fore­
going its right to impose taxation for 
school purposes.

The Premier warmly supported this 
view. When a standing vote was taken 
in committee the bill was approved by ! 
a good majority, the Opposition sup- 1 
porting it almost to a man. On the 
third reading Mr. Stratton moved ad­
versely to it, and the Premier declared 
that they would have the yeas and 
nays on it.

Mr. Haycock and Mr. Truax disposed 
of a plea that the company did not 
know it would have to pay any school 
taxes by showing that it was specially 
mentioned in the bylaw submitted to 
the ratepayers that the concern would 
not be exempt from school taxes.
