IS LITTLE KNOWN THERE UTILITIES CHAIRMAN

Before War Casement Had
No Influence in Irish 

Politics.

ILL AT HIS HOME

[Canadian Press.]
London, May 25—12.40 p.m.—The 

errand jury today etumed true bills 
against Sir Roger Casement, leader of 
the Sinn Fein revolt, and Daniel J. 
Bailey, the former British soldier, who 
is held as his accomplice.

The action of the grand jury follows 
the preliminary hearing before a police 
magistrate at which Casement and 
Bailey withheld their defence and were j 
held without bail pending the grand j 
jury deliberations.

Seventy-live grand jurors were sum­
moned before Lord Chief Justice Read­
ing today, and from their number 23 
were selected to decide whether or not 
indictments for high treason should be 
returned against the two prisoners. 
Their derision was reached promptly.

Trial on June 26,
After a short deliberation the jury 

YStWiied true bills. The judge fixed 
the trial of Sir Roger for June 26.

In explaining the law to the jury, 
the judge stated it was necessary 
treason should be proved by overt acts, j 
3n the indictment against Casement as 
it stood, he said, six overt acts were j 
mentioned.

The court nominated Alexander Sul­
livan of Dublin, and Artemus Jones, | 
who appeared for the defence at the | 
preliminary hearing as counsel for | 
Casement. Professor Morgan. who 
took part in the defence at the pre­
liminary hearing, also will appear, but 
under the statute only two attorneys 
van he nominated.

Holman Gregory and W. T. bnen 
were named to defend Bailey. Thomas 
Scanlon, member of Parliament and 
one of the secretaries of the Irish party 
also wlU appear for Bailey.

LITTLE INTEREST IN DUBLIN.

Dublin. May 25.—Astonishingly little 
Interest is displayed here in the trial 
of Sir Roger Casement, both in political 
end general circles. Casement was al­
most entirely unknown here before the 
war. Since then vague reports of his 
activities in Germany have been all that 
have reached the Irish public in spite: of 
the fact that he was in touch with the 
leaders of the recent rebellion.

As an element in Irish politics, Case­
ment had 110 existence. The import­
ance attached to his connection with the 
Sinn Fein revolt, both in England and 
abroad, is not quite understood in this 
country.

EXTREMISTS CONTROL

London, May 25—4:01 p.m.—A large, 

expectant crowd of members and the 
general pulblic had assembled in the 
House of Commons -when shortly be­
fore 8 o’clock this afternoon Premier 
Asquith rose to make his statement on 
Irish affairs. Although it was generally 
understood that the prime minister 
would not go into the conversations 
which were taking place between the 
members of the Government and the 
Irish leaders, as they had not advanced 
far enough to be made public, he started 
by expressing the hope that the disap­
pearance of martial law would be 
speedy and complete.

Restore Order First Duty.
Referring to the sacrifices that Irish­

men had made in Ibehalt of the British 
Empire during the present war, Mr. 
Asquith said: "Could we. who repre­
sent Great Britain, or could those who 
represent Ireland, tolerate the prospect 
that when this war was over, and when 
we had by our point efforts and sacri­
fices, as we had hoped and believed we 
should, achieved our end, that here at 
home Irishmen should- be arrayed 
against one another in the most tragic 
and most debasing of all conflicts— 
internecine domestic strife?"

The premier said the primary duty of 
the Government was to restore order 
and prevent recurrence of disturbances. 
At the same time there was cause for 
rejoicing in the overwhelming evidence 
that the great bulk of the Irish nation 
had no sympathy with the rebellion. 
Martial law was being continued as a 
precautionary measure, and Mr. As­
quith hoped its disappearance would 
speedily be complete.

Quebec Roofs 
Tossed About 
By Great Gale

Thousands of Dollars Damage 
Done by Tornado.

Quebec, May 25.—Quebec was swept 

yesterday evening between 5 and 5:30 
by the worst tornado registered here 
for years. One man, Evangeiiste Bel- 
nager, 62, is dying. He was swept 
from a roof in St. Malo suburb, and 
picked up in the street with a dislo­
cated hip, a broken leg and suffering 
from severe concussion. He is at the 
Hotel Dieu Hospital.

Scores of roofs were torn from 
houses, and the trees that were felled 
are counted by hundreds. The hot­
houses of the Sacred Heart Hospital 
were damaged to the extent of over 
$1,000. The official records at the Que­
bec observatory show the wind blew at 
a velocity of 48 miles an hour, but the 
suddenness of the tornado and its 
sweeping force seemed to be fanned 
by a much higher wind. The property 
loss reaches many thousands of dollars.

“Since Saturday the Verdun deadlock has changed to the most terri­

fic pitched battle in history. Fully half a million men are engaged 
altogether without a respite from slaughter. Whole regiments melt in 
a few minutes, but others take their places, only to perish in the same 
way.

"It is a battle of madmen in the midst of a volcano eruption," is 
the description given by a staff captain who left the fortress on a 
special mission yesterday afternoon. He continued:

"Betxveen Saturday morning and noon Tuesday we reckon the Ger­

mans used up 100,000 men on the west Meuse front alone. That is the 
price they paid for the recapture of our recent gains. The valley separ 
ating Le Mort. Homme from Hill 287 is choked with bodies. A full 
brigade was mowed down in a quarter hour’s holocaust by our machine 
guns. Le Mort Homme itself passed from our possession, but the crescent 
bourrus position to the south prevents the enemy from utilizing it.

ing instituted under the auspices of the 
St. Jean De Baptiste Society on Mon­
treal with the object of aiding French 
minorities outside of the Province of 
Quebec.

This fight which is being made against 
us, no matter how violent or perfidi­
ous it may be, should not frighten or 
discourage us; we have seen many 
others.”

Those he was able to 
treat seemed utterly insane. They kept 
shouting xvar cries and their exes blazxd 
end. strangest of-an, they appeared !n- 
different to pain. At one moment an- 
aesthetics ran out owing to the impos­
sibility of bringing forward fresh sup­
plies through the bombardment. Anns, 
even legs, were amputated without a 
groan. They asked for a cigarette or 
inquired how the battle was going.

Hours of Hell Storm.
“Our losses in retaking the fort were 

less heavy than was expected, as the 
enemy was demoralized bv the cannon­
ade—by far the most furious I have ever 
seen from French guns—and also was 
taken by surprise. But the subsequent 
action took a terrible toll. Cover was 
all blown to pieces. Every German 

! rush was preceded by two or three hours 
| of hell storm, and then waxre after wave

Greatest of All Battles.
“Never have attacks been pushed 

home so continuously. The fight for 
Cemetery Hill at Gettysburg was no 
child s play, nor for Hougoumont at 
Y\ aterloo. but here men have been flung 

j 6,000 at a time at brief intervals for 
j the last 48 hours. Practically the whole 
I sector has been covered by a cannonade'
| compared to which Gettysburg xvas a 
hailstorm and Waterloo mere fireworks 
Some shell holes were 30 feet across, the 
explosion killing fifty men simultane­
ously.

Long Rows of Dead.
"Before our lines the German dead 

lie heaped in long rows. T am told one 
observer calculated there xvere 7,000 In a 
distance of 700 yards. Besides they 
cannot succor their wounded, whereas 
of ours one at least in three is removed 
safely to the rear. Despite the bom­
bardment. supplies keep coming. Even 
the chloroform I spoke of arrived after 
an hour's delay when two sets of hear­
ers had been khled.

“The dogged tenacity needed to con­
tinue the resistance far surpasses the 
furious elan of the attack. We know! 
too. the Germans cannot long maintain 
their present sacrifices. Since Saturday 
the enemy has lost two If not three 
for each one of us.

London, May 25.—The Times" mili­

tary correspondent says this morn­
ing:

"The Germans continue to exhaust 
their army before Verdun to the 
point of extermination. They bring 
up divisions in reserve from every 
quarter where one is to be found. 
There are ample French guns and 
there are stili French troops in re­
serve In plenty for any purpose 
which may enter Joffre’s mind.

Immense French Reserves.
"When the writer visited Verdun, 

he found the whole countryside 
outside the fire zone filled with 
French reserves, and although the

battle was raging with all the fury 
which had been its distinguishing 
characteristic. French permission- 
aires were going off to their homes 
on furlough as If nothing was hap­
pening.

“The French practice has been to 
give the divisions a rest after seri­
ous fighting in order to prevent their 
quality from deteriorating, and they 
can afford to do so, because they 
have ample reserves.

“The Germans are not in this for­
tunate position, and so they have to 
draw their Shattered divisions out of 
the line, fill them up from the field 
depots as best they may and hurry 
them back again into the light."
