DENIES EVERYTHING.

Governor Patterson Rejects All Solutions of 
the Latest Political Conundrum.

Windsor, Dec. 13.—(Special) — Mr. 
Patterson, Lieutenant-Governor of Mani­
toba, is here. He denies the rumor that 
he is going to British Columbia, or that 
he has affiliated with the Reform party ; 
also the report that he is to be trans­
ferred from Manitoba to become Lieu­
tenant-Governor of the Northwest.

Nashville, Tenn.,Dec. 13.—President 
Gompers in his report to the seventeenth 
annual convention of the American Fed­
eration of Labor, to-day repeated and 
emphasized the statement he made in 
nis call for the convention, that it had 
to deal with questions momentous for 
labor. He asked the delegates to give 
the best thought and action of which 
they were capable to the responsible task 
involved by their participation in the 
convention. A number of local trades

Washington, Dec. 13.—In answer to a 
senate resolution calling for such infor­
mation as the war department possesses 
relative to the lack of food supplies on 
the Yukon river, Secretary Alger to-day 
submitted a letter reciting his action in 
sending Captain Ray to that country to 
investigate, and enclosing copies o£ that 
officer’s reports, the features of which 
have already been published.

Secretary Alger says: “ It is ascer­
tained that since the 15th of August but 
165 tons of provisions have reached Daw­
son City by river, and that the boats of 
the two transportation companies with 
2,000 tons of supplies for that place were 
obliged to discharge freight at Fort Yu­
kon, 400 miles north of Dawson City, 
owing to the lowness of the river between 
these two points.

The population of Dawson and vicin­
ity in October of this year is estimated 
to be not less than 5,000, and a large 
number of American citizens are reported 
to have insufficient food to last them 
through the winter, many being abso­
lutely destitute. The latest information 
from the mining district bears date of 
October 17, when it is reported that there 
was not on sale in the stores of Dawson, 
or those accessible to the mining region, 
a single pound of bacon, beans or flour, 
and that those miners who had been in 
the territory contiguous to Dawson, de­
pending on the stores there for their 
usual winter’s supplies, found it impos­
sible to purchase any supplies whatever.

It is theretore recommended that 
reindeer be purchased m Lapland to the 
number of five hundred and permission 
granted to bring reindeer drivers from 
that country, as the information re­
ceived is that it requires much skill to 
manage these animals. It is believed 
that supplies taken into that country 
need not to any great extent be furnished 
as a gratuity, but that many of the 
miners will be able to pay the cost of 
such supplies.

unions and federated labor unions had, 
he said, been organized and chartered 
during the year. New central bodies 
were organized and old ones, which had 
become defunct, revived. Charters to 
18 central bodies, 189 local unions and 8 
national unions were issued.

With but two exceptions the affiliated 
national unions report a large increase 
in local unions and in membership. 
There is an increase of abont34,000 mem­
bers in the organizations affiliated, and 
for whom the per capita tax is paid, over 
the number at the end of the last fical 
year. There can be no doubt that the 
gains are due to several causes, among 
which may be mentioned that our organ­
izations maintained their existence dur­
ing the industrial stagnation of past 
years; the recognition that there is 
only one means by which they 
can defend, protect or advance their 
interests, that is by organization, the 
increasing activity, devotion and inde­
fatigable work of our organizers, both 
local and general ; the energy and ability 
of the officers of our national and inter­
national organizations, and the constant 
urging and directions from the head­
quarters of the American Federation of 
Labor.

Attention is called to the necessity of 
impressing upon the minds of fellow 
unionists the establishment of the 
principle of higher dues in their unions, 
as those organizations which have es­
tablished high dues have experienced 
the greatest success, and maintained or 
improved wages, decreased hours and 
obtained other concessions in the in­
terest of their members.

The question of a defence fund in the 
A.F.L. should receive careful attention. 
The efforts to (divide the labor of the 
country on geographical lines is referred 
to as suicidal, and Mr. Gompers says it 
is gratifying to be enabled to state that 
at least for the time being the evil 
sought to be accomplished has been laid 
at rest.

There have been quite a number of 
strikes within the past year, but the 
change in the causes which have pro­
duced them are worthy of note; that is, 
the strikes of this year, with few excep­
tions, have been for higher wages, Shorter 
hours, and the extension and recogni- 

. tion of union principles. Our organiza­
tions report with gratifying unanimity 
the very large number of 
achieved, advantages gained, and the 
growth and extension of the power of 
organization enjoyed.

Referring to the firing upon striking 
miners at Latimer, Pa., by a sheriff's 
posse, Mr. Gompers says: “An inci­
dent connected with the miners’ strike 
requires special mention here. While a 
body of unarmed and defenceless miners 
were marching upon the public high­
ways of Hazelton to Latimer, Pa., they 
were met by the sheriff of the county 
with a posse of armed mercenaries, who 
without cause or provocation and in vio­
lation of the constitutional and natural 
rights of men, turned upon them 
and in cold blood murdered 22, and 
maimed and crippled as many more of 
them. All reports agree that the 
attacked were violating no law, guilty of 
no wrong, many of them shot to death 
while fleeing from their malignant pur­
suers. This crime against our laws, this 
brutality against inoffensive men, the 
wail of widows and orphans, the wound­
ed pride . of citizens, and common 
humanity, cry out not only that 
justice shall be meted 
these modern hyenas, that never again 
shall so great a wrong be inflicted upon 
any people under the cry that the men 
killed and wounded are * foreigners ’ ; 
but even though this be true, these for­
eigners were lured here by the cupidity 
of the mercenary corporations. It is 
submitted, though a man be a foreigner, 
there are some rights, some protection, 
to which he is entitled, which even 
poratione and their hirelings are bound 
to respect.”

Referring to the British engineers’ 
strike, he says the executive committee 
deemed it unwise to issue an appeal to 
organized labor for aid, owing to the 
long era of depression from which the 
workingmen of America suffered. How­
ever, as editor of the American Federa­
tion, he published the appeal of British 
fellow-unionists, and he urged that un­
der the circumstances very fair contri­
butions were made.

A cordial and hearty welcome was 
given Messrs. Wilson and Harford, 
fraternal delegates from Great Britain.

THE YUKONER’S WHISKEY.

Premier Haultain Disputes the Right of 
Commissioner Walsh to Tax It.

Regina, Dec. 15.—(Special)—Dr.Brett, 
leader of the opposition in the legisla­
ture, enquired of the Premier regarding 
the report that Major Walsh was im­
posing a fee of $2 per gallon on liquor 
brought into the Yukon. He certainly, 
said Dr. Brett, had no right to do any­
thing of the sort.

In reply, Mr. Haultain said that wher­
ever territorial ordinances applied they 
were being enforced in the Yukon. He 
could hardly believe that Major Walsh 
had imposed a tax on liquor. It certainly 
was not within his right. The only 
power in this respect was under the old 
ordinance of issuing permits.

When the house rose it was the inten­
tion of the government to pnt through 
an order-in-council providing for per­
mits in that district, and the amount 
accruing would go to the general revenue 
of the Territories. It was the policy of 
the government to assert all its rights 
with regard to the Yukon, and the gov­
ernment will resist all attempts to disin­
tegrate the Territories.

Washington, Dec. 13.—Prof. David 
Starr Jordan, president of Stanford Uni­
versity, who waa the leading expert for 
the United States government in the 
seal negotiations here last autumn, has 
given a verdict strongly against any 
auch proposition aa that preeented by 
the bill to be introduced by representa­
tive Johnson of North Dakota, looking 
to the killing of all the seals on the seal 
islands as the readiest means by which 
to prevent further friction between the 
United States and Canada.

Mr. Jordan says: “Within the past 
two years it has several times been pro­
posed that we should settle the fur seal 
question once for all by the slaughter of 
the entire herd on its breeding grounds. 
It is scarcely necessary to point oat that 
this coarse of action would not accom­
plish the desired end. As the animals 
are never all present at one time on 
the islands, a remnant would be left 
which in time would revive the herd, 
and with it the whole question.

“ In the meantime every objection 
which has been urged against pelagic 
hunting would be charged against such 
a slaughter. .It would be necessary to 
lie in wait for gravid females and kill 
them as they came ashore to give birth 
to their young or to provide them with 
nourishment. The young must be 
slaughtered wantonly or else left to 
starve. The proposition is abominable, 
without a single redeeming feature.

“ Though sadly reduced in number, a 
nucleus of the fur seal herd is still' left. 
Under favorable conditions it can be re­
stored. The Pribyloff herd once yielded 
100,000 skins annually, worth $2,000,000 
or more, and without injum to itself 
would represent a cash value of $25,000,- 
000. If properly protected it will again 
reach this value.”

The actual yields for the year 
are now given and place the total for 
wheat at 18,261,950 bushels, and average 
»f 14.14 bnshele per acre. The quality 
was nearly all No. 1 hard. There have 
been 1,370,685 acree prepared for the 
crop of 1898, an increase of more than 
40,000 acres over that ready a year ago 
for the 1897 crop.

JAPAS’5 SHORTAGE OF COAL.

Prices Rapidly Advancing and Restrictions 
Upon Sales to Foreign Steamers.

Tacoma, Dec. 13.—Captain McGregor, 
of the British steamer Glenlochy, which 
has jnst arrived from Japan, reports that 
coal experts who have been making in­
vestigations as to Japan’s coal supply 
declare that it cannot last fifty years 
longer. Thia is causing much 
easiness and has resulted in in­
creased importations from Australia.

Captain McGregor reports that coal 
prices in Japanese porta have advanced 
40 per cent, in eight months, and that 
restrictions have been placed on its sale 
to foreign steamers. He wanted to load 
1200 tons to last him to Europe, but ob­
tained only enough for the voyage to 
Tacoma.
