Rut they did 
not find it impossible as soon as another 
line offered to do our work for us.

And, Mr. Editor, in conclusion, let ns 
not sit and chew our fingers and say we 
have no need to exert ourselves. The 
Port Angeles, Victoria & Eastern will 
come here anyway. Let ns give them 
our heartiest support. Let us come out 
for once in a united stand. They are 
honest in their dealings with us. They 
ask no bonus until they have their line 
running a year. We are necessary to 
them and they are most necessary to us.' 
There will be no use for the E. & N. ex­
tension to Cape Scott unless the Port 
Angeles line comes here, for miners from 
Dawson and Atlin will not come through 
by that route unless they can take 
through tickets from Victoria to their 
homes in the East and South. That 
trade alone is worth our looking after. 
It belongs to us and is ours by right of 
our unexcelled position to handle it, and 
we have only to win it back from Seattle, 
who has. stolen it from us through sheer 
business energy. If the Port Angeles, 
Victoria & Eastern were completed, 
miners would stop here and spend their 
first fruits before proceeding home. 
Families of miners would settle here 
when their men folks went North, and 
we should practically command the 
Northern trade, whereas now we get less 
than our share.

“Therefore, be it resolved, that the 
government be requested to take such 
steps as may be necessary to obtain 
security in the nature of a mortgage over 
the Victoria & Sidney railway, its under­
takings, tolls and property, real and per­
sonal, for the amount of the advances 
made by the government and corporation 
to the railway, in satisfaction of their 
respective guarantees of interest ; and 
that the mortgage contain such terms 
and clauses as will permit the corpora­
tion to share in such security pro rata 
to the extent of its guarantee.”
