Under these conditions it is quite pos-
sible that the friends of the by-law may
ask for a rising of the committee with-
out report—thereby abandoning the mu--
tilated measure. Or on the other hand,
they may allow matters to take their
course in the committee, in order to as-
certain how far the opponents of the by-
law may go.

Ald. MacGregor, who is looked upon
as the sponsor for the scheme insofar as
the council is concerned, declares em-
phatically that he has not received any
assurance from the heads of the proposed
company that they would be willing to
accept anything less than the amount
originally stipulated.

He is confident, however, that $12,500
woulgl be agreed to if the company were
permitted to reduce the speed of their

“Whereas the Victoria & Sidney Sub-
sidy act, 1892, recites that the railway
company has agreed in consideration of a
guarantee of interest on its bonds to
pledge its undertaking as security there-
for;

“And whereas the company is empow-
ered to charge its undertaking and its
tolls and property, real and personal, in
respect of such guarantee secured and
subject only to the charge in favor of the
bondholders; : v
“And whereas the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor-in-council is by the act _authorized to
enter into all agreements and arrange
all details for carrying out the provisions
of the act;

““And whereas provision is also made
for permitting the corporation to share
in any security taken for advances;
“Therefore, be .it resolved, that the
government be requested to take such
steps as may be necessary to obtain
gsecurity in the nature of a mortgage over
the Victoria & Sidney railway, its under-
takings, tolls and property, real and per-
sonal, for the amount of the advances
made by the government and corporation
to the railway, in satisfaction of their
respective guarantees of interest; and
that the mortgage contain such terms
and clauses as will permit the corpora-
tion to share in such security pro rata
to the extent of its guarantee.”

RAILWAY CONNECTION.

Sir: In your editorial of October 12
you call for concerted action among Vic-
torians if they would see their city pros-
perous. You ask them to work together.
But have yom ever looked a little nearer
home? Has there ever been anything
of vital importance to Victoria that the
Colonist did not take one side and the
Times the other? Take for instance the
matter of the Garonne passing our
doors. No other eity in the Dominion
would have stood for an instant such a
siap in the face; their merchants would
have boycotted that boat to a umnit. The
Times happened to grasp the fact that
an awful insult had been offered Vie-
torians, so the Colonist immediately told
the Times it should not let such small
matters as that worry it. But it is not
my intention to point out to you the
manifold. ways in which you, the voice
of the people, cause a division to be
made, but to ask you and the Times to
fairly join hands upon the railway issue.
There can be no doubt in the mind of
any man who has gone into the two
schemes at present before the public, as
to which is the more feasible of the two.
The Wictoria, Port Angeles & Eastern is
a direct connection with the Northern
Pacific’'and Grand Trunk railways. Its
trafiic is assured, it connects us with all
the great Eastern centres, and also with
the through tourist traffic by way of
San Francisco. Passengers coming
North by the Australian and San Fran-
cisco boats would stop here instead of
going through to Seattle and then East
over the Great Northern, Northern
Pacifie, or by the C. P. R.. over the old,
slow-going route at present in existence
between here and Vancouver.

The Vietoria-Chilliwack railway scheme
is utterly impracticable, and that it
should be supported by such men as D.
RR. Ker and C. E. Renouf is beyond my
comprehension, If they were asked to
go privately into such an enterprise, I
am sure they would laugh at the man
who proposed it to them. In the first

They
ask no bonus until they have their line
running a year. We are necessary to
them and they are most necessary to us,
There will be no use for the E. & N. ex-
tension to Cape Scott unless the Port
Angeles line comes here, for miners from
Dawson and Atlin will not come through
by that route unless they can take
through- tickets from Victoria to their
homes in .the East and South. That
trade alene is werth our looking: after.
It belongs to us and is eours by right of
our unexcelled position to handle it, and
we have only to win it back from Seattle,
who has. stolen it from us through sheer
business energy.

The citizens should at
once push for fast passenger boats to
as we will not only have the freight but
also the passengers going to and coming
from the North. Is it not a fact that
the fastest boats now plying on this
route on leaving Skagway will not stop
at Victeria and Vancouver on the down-
ward trip, therefore necessitating pas-
sengers destined for British Columbia
ports to take boat to Victoria or rail
to Vancouver? It is true these com-
panies are magnanimous enough to pay
the fares of those who travel on these
boats to their place of destination after
arriving in Seattle. It can therefore
be seen how advantageous to the people
of Seattle to cultivate this trade. How
long are we to allow this sort of thing
to g0 on? Here we are with a large
and rich mineral country to the north
and belonging to .our own Dominion
graduoally going into the hands of for-
eigners, and we are doifig practically
nothing.

The construetion of a line of railway
to the northern part of Vancouver Is-
land is the key to the situation. We
want quick facilities for tramsportation
and by this means would aveid the
dangers of navigation and waiting and
delays for tide and the passing through
of the Seymour Narrows, which always
had to be reckoned with by steamboat
men, With the construction of this line
would not only bring all parts of the
Island into, quick communication but
be a link by which the-American people
would take advantage of. Then the ad-
vocates of the Port Angeles railway
would have a link that the could rely
upon in bringing them in touch with im-
mense trade which must come this way.

In dismissing the late Attorney-Gen-
eral, one of the reasons given by the Pre-
mier of the province, Mr. Semlin, for his
action, was that Mr. Martin had neglect-
ed the duties of his office. Whatever
foundation Mr, Semlin may have had on
which to base such an assertion has not
so far been disclosed, but if evidence is
wanting as to the state in which the
administration of justice fell, during the
incumbency of the office of attorney-
genera] by Mr. Martin, it would seem
only to be necessary to turn to the assize
court dockets, that not before in the his-
tory of the province has crime been so
prevalent as in the near past. If this
state of affairs was confined to this dis-
trict, which is so rapidly developing, and
therefore is receiving a large addition to
its population (some of an unsavory
character), it would not be so marked,
but as other portions of -the province
have contributed their quota to the list,
there is reason to believe that the policy
pursued by the late Attorney-General
was conducive to anything but a rigor-
ous suppression of crime. Such being
the case, it is to be hoped that the new
Attorney-General will bring erder out of
chaos, and so relieve the impression
which has for some time past been gain-
ing ground, viz., that the administration
of justice within the province is on the
wane.
