dmmorality of Public Men—Trying to
‘Hide Themselves Under Christopher
Robinson’s Coat-Talls.

We call the attention of the authorities
to another audacious violation of the lottery
laws by *‘ The Guelph Opera House Com-
pany Trust.” ' This lottery is the familiar
old device of a few real estate speculators

[ pooling their property in trust ‘‘for such
persons as may become shareholders, to be
disposed of in 100,000 shares at $2 per
share,” The scheme is to obtain $200,000
by the sale of tickets for property which
they generously offer to redeem from those
who may win it inthe lottery at the price
of $104,000, thus leaving to the speculators
the tidy little sum of $96,000 profit out of
100,000 ticket holders, 98,129 of whom must

*draw blanks and get nothing for their
money. The prospectus candidly explains
¢ tickets numbering from 1 $o 100,000 to be
placed in wheel No. 1 ; #ickets representing
allotments (1871 in nuumber) to be placed in
second wheel No, 2,  After such placing,
wheels to be revolved and a ticket to be
withdraw’y from each simultaneously; al
lotmen’, so drawn to go to the holder of
shars number so drawn, drawing to continue
watil all the allotments are disposed of,

% The drawing to take place on or about
August 30, 1883, at the city hall in
Guelph.” F

By these criminal means the speculators
hope to accomplish the desirable ends of ua-
loading their burdensome real estate at
handsome cash profits and erecting an opera
house, *‘ which will be a means of affording
recreation to the citizens as well as an orna-
ment to the city.”

This scheme has evidently been floated

npon an absurdly etupid interpretation of
the following clause in the lottery act :
+ “Nothing in this act contsined shall pre-
vent joint tenants in common, or persons
baving joint interests droits indivis in any
real or personal property, from dividing such
property by lot or chance in the same man-

- per as if this act had not been é‘msed."

It is plain that this clause does nothin
more than permit persons already possessec
of joint interests in property, such as the
heirs of an estate, members of a partner-
ship, or others having mutual interests ina
horse, ora farm, or furniture, or other prop-
erty to divide it amonget themselves by 1ot

. —and the clause in no way sanctions aoy

- ‘scheme such as here propised for selling
tickets or shares to outsiders who bave 1o
such interests for the express purpose of
enablisg the latter to gan bleand the specu-
lators to plunder the public by a lottery.

1f the speculators interested ia the Guelph
property are ‘‘joint tenants or tenants in
common, or have joint interests droils in-
divis” o it, they may lawfully divide it
amongst themselves by a lottery, but the
Jaw will not permit them to sell it to others
by such immoral means,

Singularly enough these Guelph lotbery
gamblers appeal in their prospectus (follow-
ing the example of all similar swindles) to
the “‘wealth and businessand social stand-
ing” of the promoters ‘‘as a guarantee of tho
absolute fairness and equality of the divi-
sion to be carried out to the satisfaction of
all concerned,” Just imagine joint ten-
ants of property being unable to divide it
amongst themselves without winting a

rospectus assuring themselves of their own
integrity !

We give the public the names of the ac-
vomplices in this specious fraud, as tollows :

lottory tickets ‘‘shares” they may sell them

to 100,000 persons who have no interest in
the property, and thus evade the lottery

The low standard of morals amongst the
romoters of this Guelph iniquity is mani-
est from their circular, They *‘re quired to

Yo convinced of ite legality,” and “‘being
fully satisfied on that head,” they bave no
concern as to ite immorality.

So long as they think the law
in'erfere they have no qualms of covscienco
‘about arousing the gambling ivstincts of
the muititude— but deliberately set thew-

wil not

selves to corrupt 100,000 of their country-
men—whose ticket money they covet—
without pity, or patrictism, or religion.

As the collapse of the Watford *‘joint
tenant” lottery last month has failed to teach
these Guelph mammon worshipers discre-
tion, it only remains for the county crown
attorney at Guelph to see that they are all
indicted before the next grand jury, in pur-
suance of the attorney-general’s recent cir-
cular on the subject, and that the postoffice
authorities confiscate all their mail matter.

SAND AND SLOUGHS.

Letter From a Former Torontonian With a
Surveying Party in the Far West.

A citizen has received the following
interesting letter from a friend in the North-
west ¢

The close confinement of the office began
to tell on my health,so I thought a summer
out here “‘roughing it” would build me up
again, and I have it rough enough for any-
thing. I am with Fawcett's surveying
party, now in range 23, township 28, We
are running the Sth base line from the 3rd

rincipal meridian, west into the Rockies as

ar as we can go. These base lines number
from the international boundary north, and
are twenty-four miles apart,

We received our supply of horses, carts
and provisions at Moose Jaw. This town is
about a year old, hasa population of 1660,
and is growing very rapidly. When we
first camped there our tents were ahout a
quarter of a mile west of the village, and
in three weeks we were in the centre of it,
A house is puiltin about three days. It is
at the junction of Moose Jaw and Thunder
creeks, Moose Jaw creek is not verg large,
but has a very deep swift current, and flows
into the Qu'Appelle river. Thunder creek
is no larger than the Don, but its banks are
very steep and almost covered with garter
snakes, One day I stood on the banks and
counted 170, :

West from Moose Jaw the country is very
level and splendid for farming but along the
Big Arm valley there is nothing except sand
hills and alkali sloughs for nearly twelve
miles, After crossing that valley we had
beautiful rolling praine for over eighty
miles, when the sand hills came in sight
again along the banks of the Saskatchewan.
This sand drifts before the wind like snow.
In one place we traveled over the tops of
trees jutting out of the ‘“dunes.” The east
bank of the river is one desert of sand hills
for three miles. The river where we crose-
ed it is over half a mile wide, and, at the
time of our visit was very deep and swift,
We had one boat that ¢ould carry two and
we paddled our provisions over in it. We
swam the horses across and made a raft of
the carts but the current carried them down
three miles before we could land them, The
west bank has a good supply of wood chiefly
ash and poplar.  Along the bauks we sho¢
all the game we wanted, priocipally geese
and ducks. I saw antelope, elk and wolves,
but they were too shy for us. Bear tracks
wery very numerous on the sand bars but
we never saw the ‘‘genuine article,” For
fifty miles west of the river it is very level
and good for farming, the soil being a rich
clay loam,

There we struck the Coteau hills,
These are a series of mounds averaging
from 50 to 150 feet in height, and 24 miles
across. Along our line there was one con-
tinuous string of sloughs, We were three
days in crossing, and during that time were
wet to the waist from 7 a.m, to 6 p.m, wad-
ing, but I am used to thatnow. The worst
slough was 40 chains across and up to the
armpits all the way. Since Jeaving the
Coteau hills we have had good country,
ond are now camped near the fourth prin-
cipal meridian taking a day’s rest on ac-
count of tne rain, On June 1 we had a ter-
rible blizzard, with hail, In a genuine
blizzard the wind is terribly strong. On oue
occasion we were camped beside a large
alkali lake when one came on, and it fairly
blew the water in sheets right up the banks,
The night before the blizzard came on I no-
ticed the sand flies were so thick that one
could scarcely see the length of a chain.
