Just what the provost of Trinity or the
editor of ‘‘the organ of the church of Eng-
land in Canada” would substitute for the
present system, how they would distribute
the public funds among the different de-
nominations, and what denominations they
would recognize, these and other questions
they do not tell us. Do they wish to give
us schools like those of Quebec?

But are these things alleged by the
Churchman true? Are the young growing
up in ignorance of true christianity? If so»
we are spending more money, energy
and prayer than ever before. We
have more; churches, more church
schemes  than ever before. We
have, moreover, better men engaged
in the work than ever before. We do not
think that christianity as taught at present
is a failure or is avoiding its true work.
Christian knowledge and christian prin-
ciples are’taught- -but they are not taught
directly in the public schools, nor should
they be. There is a time tfor everything
and for everything a place, but neither
school 'hours nor public schools or colleges
are the tifie and place for direct religious
instruction.

W ith all the self-justification of the pro-
vost of Trinity and of those educated under
his system we are convinced that Knox
college, McMaster hall, Wycliffe eollege;
which use the provincial university, are
turning out men just as sound in christian
knowledge and christian principles as are
the cloistered students of Trinity.

The provost of Trinity ought to read up
Canadian history and learn what were the
sentiments of the people of this country
when they decided that the public schools
and the religious denominations should
have no connection whatsoever. Any
other system would end in everlasting con-
fusion, .
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Barking up the Wrong Tree.

“are convinced that it is an unwise measure,
and one constituted to defeat the aim  of
temperance reform. It proposes to drive
the most rcputable men engaged in the
lignor business out of it. As the licensed
grocers say the number has been weeded
out of those who break the law. Their
whole interest at present is to comply with
the law.

But if the groce's are delicensed then in
their place will spring up a host of unli-
censed groggeries. And what is worse
‘“jug and bottle departments” will be
added to every saloon in the city. If you
do not know what a jug department is go
to the corner of Buy aud Queen streets and
watch for an hour at night any of the sal-
oons in that vicinity that have these side en-
trances, or have holesin partitions through
which jugs and bottles are passed in to the
bar tender by women to be filled. So far
the better class of saloons do not encour-
age this business, but once the grocers are
delicensed every saloon will sell in bottles
and jugs.

Temperance men must be politic in the
way they go about temperance reform.
They ought to attack the worst phases of
intemperance first. A wider public
opinion will support them in that. But
the moment they attack the most reput
able interest in the trade that moment
thcy estrange aJarge portion of the busi-
ness community, and of the public gener-
ally.

In the March Century is an excellent
article on temperance reform by J. C.
Shaffer, secretary of the law and order
league of Chicago. He compares intemp-
crance to a giwnt, ) a Goliath; which the
temperance David goes forth to slay.

But first of all let
us have the assistance of the reputable mer
in the trade in closing down the groggeries
and the grog rooms. The proposed law of
Monday will only prevent this, will not re-
duce the consumption of liguor, is in the
interest of the saloon-keepers, and an ill:
considered scheme all round.

How to Get the Money.

Mr. Hickson, beaten iy parliament in
his opposition to further aid to the Cana-
dian Pacific, intends opposing the domin-
ion government in the London market
when it goes there to borrow the $80,000,-
000, So far he and the Grand Trunk have
been successful in keeping English invest-
ors from buying Canadian Pacific secur-
ities

If they should sueceed again it will not
block the government. They can issue
dominion notes for the whole amount and
these will not depreciate one cent in value.
They can be gradually redeemed. There
will be no interest on them. The road
itself will be ample security, but the whole
resources of the dominion are behind these
notes.

It is true the banks would not like it,
but it might not hart the country, might
in fact do it good. The government would
then have an opportunity of compelling
the banks to withdraw their bills and giv-
ing the country a national note, good from
one end of the country to the other, in
place of the present unsatisfactory system.

law for changing the places where liquor
is to be sold would do well to consider
well what they are doing. Alittle thought
would, I am sure, convince them that they
are about to attempt to do that which will
aggravate rather than diminish the evil
which it is their avowed piirpose to lessen.
Especially will they be convinced of this if
they will view the matter in the light of
the history of former attempts at partial
prokibition. Thelow groggery is admitted
on all hands to be the greatest evil which
those who are endeavoring to eradicate
drunkenness have to contend with; yet it
is the low groggery which follows the
enactment of this kind of legislation
s0 surely as ’: seem its necessary concom-
itant. It is pretty notorious that the low

brothels—where, as compared with the
other forms of vice which are practiced,
drunkenness almost seems to be a virtue—
drive a thriving trade during the hours in
which respectable dealers are forbidden by
law to sell. I repeat that, judging by all
past experience, the result of the passage
of the proposed bylaw will in all probabil-
ity be a large and an alarming increase in
the number of dens of the class referred to.

If our license commissioners have dome
their duty, and I do not see it charged by
the supporters of the bylaw that they
have failed in it, then such a
weeding process has been carried
out - that to-day ' nome are the
holders of licenses except mien well quali-
fied, morally and otherwise for the business.
If the advocates of the bylaw know of any
others they are derelict in their duty if they
do not impart their information to the
commissioners. Is it not, then, rather
peculiar temperance legislation to drive
respectable men—men of approved charac-
ter—out of the trade and make a boom in
the brothel business. This is a free coun-
try, and I suppose every man has a right
to his own opinions and a right to vote as
he pleases, but it is just as well that each
should set the case fairly before himself as
he takes his ballot in his hand, and under-
stand that to vote for the bylaw is to say
that he prefers that the safeguard which
the Crooks act throws around the liquor
traffic by insisting on the respectability and
fair moral character of the dealers shall be
withdrawn, and that it 1s not temperance
legislation in any sense of the word.

THE UNIVERSITY QUESTION.

5 What fi to be Almed at. .
Frem The Week. i

Such a demonstration as Toronto uni-
versity dinner can hardly have failed to
impress upon the minds of the people of
the province the fact that a question of
real importance has come to & head. Uni-
versities, like professions, dv not exist for
themselves but for the community. That
they are merely places of education for the
rich, though a prevalent, is a totally falla-
lacious notion. In the first place, if prop-
erly organized, they afford the ladder by

which aspiring merit, éven when born un-
der the lowliest roof, may mount to emin-
ence, wealth and fame. But, in the sec-
ond place, if they are provided with suffi-
cient means for advancing learning and
science, a function not less;properfto them
or less important than that of education,
they make their _ beneficent influ-
ence felt by every grade and
and in every department of society.
Ten years ago university confederation
seemed to be comiing. Bt local jealousies,
pecuniary difficulties, denominational fears
interposed, and we seem to have sunk
back finally into the ‘‘one-horse” system.
Only a great university can be a good uni-
versity; only a great university can sup-
port a worthy staff, library, apparatus;
only a great university: can confer degrees
which will be of any value or afford an
assurance of competency to the nation;
only a great university can do anything of
importance for the advancenient of learn-
ing and science; only a great llanO!‘l.lt{
can produce the atmosphere in whic
learmng and science flourish; only a great
university can be a powerful organ and fo-
cus of intellect in the community—all this
continued to be affirmed, though
in desponding tones, and . it
all remained unconfuted, but it
also remained ineffective, and the advo-
cates of high edueation had begun to turn
their minds elsewhere. Suddenly the
movement is renewed, and with greater
vigor than before. A wealthy and gener-
ous man holds out, as it is understood, to
a denominational university the hope of a
large addition to its endowments if it will
migrate to Teronto; a proposal to give as-
sistance out of the provincial funds to
the college which is identified with the
rovincial university, gives birth to a de-
Ente which excites interest in the general
subjeét; and we hind ourselves in a moment
almost on the threshold of confederation.
Even at Trinity, where it might be sup-
posed that the spirit of religious separation
would be strong, the tone of the discussion
which took place the other day, though
adverse to the endowment by the state of
a “mammoth college,” was far
from adverse to  confederation. To
men trained as the Trinity staff have
been, in the English universities, a fed-
eral univoraiti with colleges enjoying
autonomy within their own gates, is the
familiar  model. They know that under
such a system the life ot the college is not
lost in tgat of the university, but on the
contrary is rather the stronger of the two,
and gains in intensity by the emulation
with other colleges. ' Probably when their
thoughts recur to Oxford or Cambridge, it
is not the image of the Sheldonian theatre
or of the senate house that rises in their
minds so much as those of the quadrangel,
chapel and hall of their own college. Not
a sentiment, not an association, not a mem-
ory, except such as are purely local, will
be disturbed by confederation. In truth,
the vitality of the colleges may be said to
depend on the adoption of that policy, for
as universities some of the existing insti-
tutions assuredly will not live forever.
Sectarian enthusiasm is waning; support
from that source will fail; and in the end
the choice will lie between decay and mi-
gration to the centre. Each denomin-
ational college may continue to ex-
ercise its university wer- by grant-
ing its own theological degrees.
We cannot have here the historic grandeurs
of the old world ; but we may have
grandeur in the shape of institutions
which, by attracting the free and rational
allegiance of the people, and by presenting
centres of national pride and attachment,
shall reconcile the justice of democracy
with the loftier and richer sentiment of the
old regime. Nor is there any institution
more likely to play this part than a uni-
versity, of which the honors are open to all
merit and the benefits universal. Destiny
offers to the members of the provincial
government an opporfunity which it is to
be hoped they will not want the spirit to
embrace. There have been junctures in
Canadian history when the occasion called
for the man, but the man did not appear.
