A doctor was called and bandaged
his foot. Mr. Chapleau returns to Ottawa
to-night, It is understood he will be ap-
inted Minister of Railways in the new
‘abinet.

AN ENTIRE CARLOAD DROWNED.

A Train Plunges Through a Bridge Carry-
ing Sixty Passengers Down to Death
—Hundreds Injured.

BERNE, June 14,—A most horrible accident
occurred on the Monchenstein and Bale
Railway to-day through the collapse of a
bridge ‘beneath a heavily-loaded excursion
train. . The train was crowded with people
on the way to attend a municipal fete. Sixty
persons were killed outright, while hundred s
were injured. ~Two engines and the first car
plunged into the river, and all the passengers
in the car were drowned. Two cars re-

be | mained suspended from the bridge. All jthe

trainmen were killed. Thirteen cars were
saved.

The musical fete at Monchenstein was
abandoned as soon as the news of the acci-
dent arrived and bundreds of viilagers hur-
ried to the scene to assist in rescuing the vic-
tims. The bridge was an iron skeleton struc-
ture which was considered well built and
substantial. The only apparent reason for
the collapse of the' bridge is that the train
left the rails and threw its entire weight on
one side of the Qridge.

WEANING MEN AND WOMEN FROM
EVIL WAYS,
Stories of Outcasts, the Flot: and Jet-
sam of Society—The Work the Salva
tion Army is Doing—Met at the Jail-
Gate and Given a Home—The Betrayed

and The Betrayer. E
Toronto is a beautiful city, There is much
comfort in it. There is also misery. It has
a bright side. It has also a dark one, There

are in it many good people and a few bad.
Its misery, its clouded side, its vice and de-
gradation was the subject of Sunday after-
noon’s meeting in the Auditorium, as told by
members of the Salvation Army connected
with their rescue work.  Their stories were
told in anything but classic English, but they
were told from the heart. The speakers
seemed to bave little regard for the rules of
grammar, but they seemed to have much
regard “for the fallen. Mrs. Btaff-Cap-
t.:fn i the meeting
briefly outlined the rescue work of
the Army. In it are three 'departments—
the Prison Gate Home, the Rescue Home and
the Home for Destitute Children. Their
work was described by officers connected
with them; by Ensign Dawson, Mrs. Staff
Captain Reid, by the leader of the meeting,
and was endorsed by Inspector Archaboid.

The Prison Gate Home is a home for those
who are discharged from prison and is a
Godsend to many who are turned away
stamped as convicts, All pass them by and
shudder as they pass. They seek for work
and find none. They ask for bread and are
refused. . And at last in desperation
they turn again to erime. The Sal-
vation Army comes as a Good Samaritan
and takes them to a haven of rest. Inspeak-
ing of his work Ensign Dawson stated that
av present there are nearly 600 behind- prison
bars in the city, that in a year about 12,000
pass through tue jail, 10,000 of whom remain
under sentence. In connection with the
home is a woodyard, a shoe-shop and a
bakery. In these they keep the inmates em-
ployed until situatious are found for them.

Mus. Statt-Captain Reid spoke of the Res-
cue Home, & home for fallen women. She
told of some sad cases, of one woman who
was driven to a life of shame" by
her husband deserting her, of a young
girl whom she wisited in the lock-up ward,
who was di and cast out, who was
ashamed to tell her name, and “who died
with the secret of her sin, the secret of her
life, the secret of her parentage in her
breast, but happy in a life retormed.” Mrs.
Reid closed hef address by saying, ‘‘Are
these the sinners or the sinned againstl They
are betrayed, are cast out, are trodden upon.
Society clcses its doors against themp, while
it opens wide its arms to thewr betrayer.
What can they do but follow a life of shame,
of misery and of crimel! Should we as
Christians turn from them#? Should we gather
up our skirts as we come near them?
N%. nol Let us reach them if we can and
Jead them back to paths of rectitude. This,
Coristian friends, is what we are trying to
do. And forits better success we ask your
aid, your prayers, your co-operation and
your sympathy.”

SOLDIEEK OF THE CHURCH,

Like the Apostles He Had Neither
Secrip Nor Gold Nor Staves.

Judging from the congregation at Euclid-
avenue Methodist Church last night The
World young man was led to conclude that
many had expected a dull and old-fashioned
sermon when it was announced that the
venerable Dr. Barrass of Pickering was to
preach. But notwithstanding that the
reverend gentleman is nearly 70 years of age
and has spent 50 years in the Methodist
ministry he beld the audienee in rapt atten-
tion. He has a rapid and ciear delivery and
displays an activity rarely seeu at the age
of three score and ten.

At the close of his sermon he gave a short
sketeh of his life in the ministry. The Rev.
Docior is a native of Durbam, Eng. He left
bome in 1841, when he was barely 2. He
walked to Newcastle, a distauce of seven

anai'lies, to an old-fashioned quarterly meeting,

and applied for admission to the conterence.
Slander got there before him and: described
him as what we would now call a dude. In
those days no preacher was allowed to wear
a collar and all must comb their hair down
to their eyes. Often the preacher carried a
comb in his pocket to comb the hair of the
young-meu who were inclined to brush their
pair back from their foreheads. On the first
circuit to which he was assigned there were
about 900 members, and he preached seven
times a week, often walking 30 or 40 miles
to an appointment. The usual contribution
by each member was a penny a week and a
shilling a quarter. The circuit was so large
it took six weeks to cover it and then four
weeks more to get back to the starting point.
Part cf the journey was over rugged moun-
tains. Sometimes he would thipk he had
got to the other side, when he would find
himself at the place frowm which he started.
He bad to preacn in the open air unless be
could get permission to preach in ® private
house. He preached once néar a tavern and
the tavernkeeper brought out the liquor and
hired a fiddler to sev up opposition. He
could sing pretty loudly then. However, a
burly mau upset the liquor and said, “If any-
body lays a hand on that boy preacner I will
be the death of him or he will of me.” That
ended the opposition.

He went to one place and as there was no
place to Preach he sat down by the hedge
and read to himself. Everyone treated him
like an angel—*‘that is, they gave me nothing
to eat.” He worked for five years at $80 a
year, boarding from house to house. He
often had to go to three or four houses before
he could get his breakfast. But be soon
Jearned a thing or two by experience, He
would keep two or three invitations ahead
s0 as to be sure of his daily bread.

He had worked for two and sixpence a
quarter, Henever had more than 300 a
year.

Some of the Clergy Loyal to the Idea of

National SchoollT Others, However,
Believe Them to be the Parent of All

sin—Bishop Sweatman Expresses His

At Saturday morning’s sederunt a memor-
ial was presented from the Knights of Labor
and kindred organizations praying that the.
synod, as a body championing the cause of
Christianity, recognize, by an expression of
confidence, the work of these orders and, if
possible, approve of it. Some of the mem-
bers objected to considering such qpestions
ab all, holding that they wereentirely beyoi
the jurisdiction of the synod.

Septimus Jones, seconded by A. H. Camp-
bell, moved that the secretaries be instrucged
to acknowledge the receipt of the memorial
and to state in addition that the synod did
not pretend to investigate or report upon

The Memorial Service to Sir_John Mac-
donald in Westminster Abbey—
Anthems of Graveful Eulogy.

[G. W. Smalley’s Cable Letter in N. Y. Tribune.]

L N; June 14.—The service’ in West-
minster Abbey in merory of Sir Jobn Mac-
donald is a trivute which has no precedent.
No colonial statesman has ever before been
thus honored. The Queen, the Prince of
Wales and Princess Louise sent representa-
tives, and so did the people of Great Britain,
in the persons of the Speaker of the House of
Commons and many men of; distinction. The
First Lord of the Treasury and Secretary of
State for the Colonies were there for the
Government, and a multitude of officials
from other colonies were present. Sir John
Macdonald’s death has called forth praise
from the British press of a kind seldom be-
stowed on a colonial leader. There is at
such a moment a_real sense of the services
rendered to the Empire.
