A few days later |
arrived in Moscow Count Gregory Or-|
lof, sent expressly by the Empress to|
put down the plague. The cityso lnngf
deprived of guidance. received him with |
rapture. And in truth he deserved to |
be hailed with acclamation; for he at-|
tacked the plague with such vigor that |
he overcame it. Drawing a number of|
sanitary cordons round Moscow, he
maintained so strict a quarantine that
even the dogs which ran across the
lines and the crows which flew over|
them were shot. All popular gather-|

allowed within the city ; and the faith- |
ful were even prevented from entering |
the churches, being obliged to listen to|
divine service from without. Befom)
Couat Orlof’s arrival, the common peo-|
ple had shown a decided aversion to-|
wards the hospitals, in which
were roughly treated and badly fed by |
coarse and ignorant medical practition- |
ers. Orlof inspected the buildings set |
apart for the sufferers, visited them tre-|
quently, and soon brought about a|
change greatly for the better in the|
| treatment of the patients. The num |
| ber of daily deaths soon fell to 300, and |
then became smaller and smaller until |
the plague was stayed. Count Orlof
was enabled on Nov. 28 (0. 8.) to leave|
Moscow rejoicing over a clean bill of|
| bealth. On his return to St. Peters-
{burg the Count was received with
many manifestations of joy and tri
umph. A medal was struck in his hon-
or, bearing on one side his portrait, |
and on the other a representation of
Curtius leaping into the gulf; with an
inscription proclaiming that ‘ Russia,
too, possesses such sons.” Hercules
slaying the Lerman Hydra would have
formed, perhaps, a more appropriate
image.
