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Crop Prospects.

Of all the crops raised by Nova Scotia
farm ers, the hay-crop is pre-eminently the
mostvaluable, and as the . prices of beef
cattle and other stock are much modified by
a scant yield, it is with much pleasure, now
that its harvest season is over, to announce
that it has, in point of guantity, probably
somewhat exceeded that garnered last year,
while owing to the exceptionally favorable
weather that prevailed during the harvest-
ing season just past, it has been secured in
the best possible condition and without any
loss. In fact, the hay housed in 1890 may
be safely computed to exceed that garnered
in less propitious seasons by at least fifteen
per cent. in point of nutritive power.

Our information touching the yield of
hay has been gathered from all sections of
the county, and from reliable sourccs.
Similar statements come to us from the
neighboring county of Digby, by which it
is tolerably certain that the crop in that
county has considerably exceeded the aver-
age in quantity, and has been put in the
barns in the finest condition. Its quality,
therefore, may be safely said to be all that
could be desired.

The oat crop, now being harvested, does
not promise to be up to the average, though
the acreage sown was not less than that
of last year, and it is feared it will prove
deficient in quality as well as in quantity.
Still this crop is better in this section of
the province than it is reported to be in
the neighboring province of New Bruus-
wick, where it is thought it will fall far
short of an average.

Very little wheat has been sown in the
county, but the fields which were sceded
are looking well and give present evidence
of a good yield. Barley being later sowed
has been more affected by the continued
drought, and with few exceptions will bea
light crop.

The potato crop, which had felt the
want of moisture, though not very serious-
ly, gives promise of a fair yield of sound
tubers, should the weather continue favor-
able a few weeks longer. No blight has
thus far come under our observation, nor
has its presence been reported, so far as
we have heard, in any section of the county.
Though the potato beetle has proved dis-
agréeably abundant in many fields in some
sections of the county, yet they have, so
far, been kept in such subjection that it is
believed there will be no diminution of
the yield from this cause.

Turnips and mangolds bid fair to be an
unusually good crop, especially the early
sown, and with a continuance of this favor-
able weather there will be garnered a good
store of these valuable roots.

The apple crop, as we hinted last week,
will probably, nay certainly, fall far below
last year's yield. Nodoubt but this meagre
result is due to the easterly winds of the
Iatter part of May and the beginning of
June, coupled with the low temperature
which then prevailed. The orchards, find-
ing they, wounld not be called upon to pro-
duce fruit in usual quantity, at once set to
work in the line of wood extension and
growth, in which trees of all ages and sizes
seem Lo have been very successful. It may
be, that as the apple crop all over America
is certain to be a small one, that, if high
prices should prevail, which is not unlikely,
that our orchardists may not be so great
losers by the comparative failure as some
are disposed to believe, especially as the
fruitage, short as it may be, of a large
number of trees just coming into bearing,
will add materially to what would have
been the result without them. We there-
fore see no reason why our farmers and
orchardists need despair at the prospects
before them, for they are by no means as
discouraging as they might have been.

UNCLE SAM’S POTATO CROP.

The Chicago Tribuue says: Intimately
connected with, and, in fact, inseparable
from the food crops of the country, is the
potato crop. Tt has a direct bearing upen
the consumption of flour, and millers find
that nothing cuts down this consumption
more than a big potato crop. Hence, with
the prospects of a poor crop of potatoes,
we must naturally look for an ‘increased
consumption of flour over the entire
country. The best prospects for potatoes
are in Minnesota and Dakota. Yet even
there they need rain. In Illinois potatoes
are being shipped in now and sold at retail
at from $1.40 to $1.60 a bushel. Indiana
reports not more than half a crop of early
potatoes at best, and late potatoes almost a
total failure.

Ohio reports that early potatoes were
few in a hill and far between, and rain now
would help the late potatoes listle if any.
They are selling from §1 to §1.25 a bushel.
In Michigan the outlook is only fair. The
potato crop in Kansas, where it is made a
speciality, extends along the valley from
Kansas City to Topeka. This area was al-
most exclusively of the early varieties of
potatoes. Eighty per cent. of a crop was
made. Little of this, however, remains on
hand. The prospect for late potatoes is
poor. Nebraska’s crop prosp are poor
and potatoes are selling for §1 a bushel
Pennsylvania reports prospects fair, but
not as good as last season.

New York state reports the potato crop
short on account of wet weather in the
spring, Massachussetts reporis  c-rly
potatoes better than last year, but late
potatoes need rain, - Louisiana rcports that
that the potato crop this season was almost
a failure. The crop has all been harvested
and sold, Chicago being the principal
market. At the present time the only
Stetes which give the slightest ‘prospect of
aqarpluaarer.haDakom. some portions of
Minnesota, and also a few points in Wis-
consin. The early potatoes have nearly all
gone into consumption and there is but a

smal] percentage of the new crop left: to’
carry us until the late crop is made.

ORCPS AND HARVESTS IN GENERAL.

Dismal and disparaging crop reports are
received from Great Britain and France,
and the consequence of the shortages is a
general advance in the price of breadstufls
in both countries. Incessant rains have
damaged the wheat crop in France to the
extent of $100,000, and the price of bread
is already advanced by the Paris bakers.
French financiers say that France will have
to import most of her wheat for home con-
sumiption this winter. Even Ireland issuf-
fering from o widespread potato blight.
Across the line, in Michigan, Northern
Ohio, Indiana and Illinois, owing to ex-
cessive droughts, there have been short
crops. Fall wheat has not been up to the
average, and as for spring wheat this cereal
is but sparsely grown. Other wheat-grow-
ing areas in the West and South West, con-
sisting of a large acreage, are far short, and
the average is not up to that of the last
two years. But in Ontario and the Canad-
ian Northwest we havehad unprecedentedly
good wheat yield; while in the mari-
time provinces the crops generally are
fair. ‘The potato crop of this continent as
a whole is not up to the average, and this
tuber will be scarce both in Canada and
the United States. . In Northern Ohio, In-
diana and Illinois the crop is a failure. If
the yield in the maritime provinces turns
out according to present indications, it will
be a good thing for our farmers, especially
in view of the short oat crep.
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The Late Cardinal Newman.

John Henry Newman, one of the great-
est and best of Englishmen, is dead. We
do not think the honor of the cardinalate
conferred upon him by PiusIX added an iota
to either his greatness or goodness. Some
of our readers are old enough to remember
the Puseyite or Tractarian controversies
which disturbed the serenity of the English
church during the fourth decade of the
century, and he will also remember the
name of Rev. J. H. Newman in connection
with it. 1t seems to have been an attempt
to restore to the English church some of
the doctrines and practices which had been
discarded at the time of the Reformation
as mere corruptions of the old and dominant
Romish Rev. Mr. Pusey, who
was the acknowledged leader of this move-
ment, a learned and clever man, fought
out his battle within the pale of the church,
and never councelled nor contemplated
separation from it, and finally died in her
bosom. It was not thus with Newman.
Conscientious almost to a fault, a keen,

church.

though scrupulous, logician, a master of
the purest idomatic English, and a man of
vast and exact scholarship, determined to
accept the conclusions to which his critical
examination of the subject might lead,
even if they involved a separation from
the church in which he had been nurtured,
and which he dearly loved. He finally
went over to Rome, and was ultimately
raised to a place next the Pope in the hier-
archy of that church.

A history of the progress in the changes
which led him to forsake the views held
generally by the Protestant section of
Christendom, and which separates it from
the Latin church, may be found in his
4 pologia pro vita sua,” one of the most
interesting books we have ever read ;
frank, honest, clear in statement, cogent
in reasoning, and couched in English equal
to that used by DeQuincy, we could not
lay flt aside till its contents were fully
kngwn.
he pursued by the purest and most unselfish
motives there can be no doubt, and Protes-
tants of all opinion, as gathered from the
press, almost without exception, do him
the honor and justice to admit the fact.
The author of the beautiful hymn,. ** Lead
kindly 'light,” could scarcely have been
written by another, and it voices a senti-
ment which has been felt by many a
devout soul which had not the power to
express it in the humble, trustful words
used by Newman.

grave with reverent regard.

The people of Middleton
deserve credit for the enterprize manifested
by them in this matter, and it is to be
hoped that they will in no very great while
own the system themselves, as a clause in
the company’s charter enables them to ac-
quire it on very favorable terms. An ad-
vertisement in another column will be of
interest to those wishing to invest.

TERRIBLE RAILWAY ACCIDENT.—A fear-
ful railway accident occurred on the Old
Colony railroad on Tuesday last uear
Quincy, Mass., caused, it is supposed, from
the section men leaving what is called a
““trap-jack ” on the rails. The train con-
sisted of eleven cars, and was rounding a
curve at rapid speed when the engine left
the track, the tender, baggage car, smoker
and Pullman cars ¥usilrg by, and strewn
along the road. The foremost passenger
car left the rails and fell over upon the
engine. Escaping steam and smoke from
the engine immediately filled the car,
which contained some fifty passengers,
eleven of whom were taken out dead, and
nine more have since died, making the loss
of life twenty.

—Wilkesbarre, Pennsylvania, was visit-
ed by a most disastrous cyclone on Tuesday
the 19th inst. Huge manufacturing build-
ings, immense business blocks and dwelling
houses, all containing many people, were
crushed and shattered ; while sheds, barns,
fences, trees and almost everything move-
able were taken up by the terrific wind
and tossed about in death-dealing confusion.
The cyclone made its appearance with
appalling suddenness, and before the people
could realize the terrible violence of the
wind they were struggling in the wreck
and ruin of their demolished houses, work
shops and offices. Some dozen people were
killed outright, and many others injured,
while the loss of property will amount to
$1,000,000.

—The 8t. John Sun says: “The Church
of England girl’s school, which is to be in
Windsor, N. 8., promises to be a success
from the start.

Scorr Acr Decisiox.—The Supreme
Court of Nova Scotia has quite recently
given judgment in the case of Ireeman
versus the Queen. This was a Scott Act
case tried in Lawrencetown, Annapolis
county. Freeman was convicted of viola-
tion of the law. An appeal wasgranted on
the ground that the Scott Act was not in
force in Annapolis county, in accordance
with the decision of the County Court,
Judge Blanchard, of Kentville,—a decision
which called forth such a severe criticism
from the Minister of Justice last winter.
The appeal in the Freeman case has been
dismissed and the law declared in full force
and virtue—thus reversing Judge Blan-
chard’s decision and rendering unnecessary
the Dickie amendment of last session.
