Yet one great object prompts

me to persevere, and thaf is, that I may, in con-

nection with my life, present the present state

and prospects of my poor countrynen-feeling

that the friends of humanity may still labor and

direct their b nevolence to those who were once

the lords of the land on which the white man

lives-and assist in rescuing them from an un-

timely and unchristian grave.
