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on week 'days there are many-morépe ple in the 'hurch. The eér-
cises of the Way of the Cross is very often performed. On Friday
night in each week we perforn it solemnly and the church is full.
Many of those who did not attend the mission have since come to
church and confessed the'mselves. I may mention, in particular, a
wretched couple who came for reconciliation and to receive the sacra-
ment of Matrimony at last.»

This evidence alone seems sufficient to convey an idea of the
consoling and lasting fruits produced by the general mission during
Advent in the various parishes of the rity of Montreal.
