In making these desultory remarks I feel I have not expressed
my meaning as convincingly as I would have liked. Still I think,
if you will yourselves reflect upon my contention, you will be able
from your own experience to supplement what I have said. I
have not gone into detail in describinug any method or line of in-
vestigatirn. I find by experience that it is better for a man to
find for himself what line of inquiry he should pursue. What I
am most anxious for is that every practitioner should be an in-
vestigator, and in trying each one will find sufficient scope in
pursuing his daily routine.
