One feature of the day is the silence of the bells,
in marked contrast to their usual almost con-
stant ringing and chiming, a2 feature of the Holy
City that exasperates the Jews, many of whom
have migrated to Safed, where there are none,
since they think there is the influence of spirits
of evil in the sound of Christian bells—an uncon-
scious tribute, perhaps, to the power connected
with them. The Via Dolorosa processionsare
much like the ordinary procession of the Cross
in the Latin Churches ; only the traditional
spois are selected for the observance in this case.
But the “wailing of the Jews"” that has been
often described is more intense, strangely
enough on Good Friday than on any other day
of the ycar asit falls within their Passover
solemmnitics.

2. Because it is the Church of GOD'S mak-
ing and not man's

Because it is thc * One, Holy, Catholic, and
Apostolic Church,” which received its life and
authority, its visible form and order, from Christ
himself through the Holy Spirit descending upon
the Apostles above eighteen hundred years ago ;
“ Zlody,” Lecause it is the Temple of the Ha/y
Ghost, who continually sanctifies and guides it ;
“ Catholic” [not Roman Catholic], because it
holds fast ihe Faith once for all delivered to the
Saints. and wniversally received and believed by
the whole united Church ;—* Apastolic,” be-
cause it was **butlt upon the foundation of the
Apostles and Prophets, Jesus Christ himself
being the chief Corner-stone,” and its Bishops,
Priests and Deacons have received their ordina-
tion and authority from the Apostles in unbroken
succession from tne beginning by the laying on
of hands (2 Tim. 1 6). These are my reasons
for believing m the Church, and holding fast to
