by drink. When Father Mathew appealed
to the world he had passion to contend with,
put he had reason to back him, No reason.

man discuzses or deniey the avils of liquor.
At best hs but palllates them, and seeke to
shade himself in the folds of 1ts use, admit.
ting the abuse, It is much in argument to
bave the principle of wrong admitted ; much
mote {f the wrong is pushed bome to the In-
dividual. Here at least is the vantage
ground of the cause of Temperance. The
world admits its position, ylelds assent to its
reasonleg; bat to its acosptance opposes pas-
tlon. Here is whers the struggle begine,
Reason,—passion,—struggling for the mas-
tery,—titl it Is difficuls to tell which wins, or
wlll 'win. Of this we are surs, many fall,
and In thelr fall, heart, hope, trath, justice;
all that fs bright, beantiful, joyous, go down,
go down to the grave; down into hell,

Thers is a wide spread notlon that o long
at & man conflnes his drinking to himself no.
clety haa no right to interfere with him,
Abstractly thie may be conceded, bat asa
concrote fact, does any man confine the evl
of his drinking solely to bimeelf? Simply no
msn is alone in the world, and whenever
thera is assoofation thers is scandal, and with
acondal the right to probibit.

Soclety haw the right so proteot itself
aga!nst acandal and opsn, or even seoret cor
raption, Evil has no rights ; good alone has
rights, The advantage of association such as
yours {s, that unity glves strength and direc.
tlon, snd kecps living the fact that drisk s
80 svil, and moclety has & Jright to protect it.
atlf agatoer it.

Though the means in general proposed to
check the evil of intemperance is moral psr-
guasion, yet 1t is not efther out of place, nor
Illegal to resort to legitimate lawa and even
to severe and determlned law to represa evil.
Soclety hae as good a right to protect itselt
againet moral evil an it bas against phyalcal,
and o one denles the litter. Soolety hasa
right to defend itself agalnst Intemperance,
and to repress with stern hand the evile shat
come from 1t,

1bave no sympathy with the awsunmption
that whisky ia above leglslation, or that beer
la above Iaw ; nor kave I the slightest sym-
pathy with the assumptlon that nationallty
Bas & right to offend publlo sentiment almply
bacause forelgn custom somewhere folerates
gvil. Evil In evil ; good 18 good. Drunkea-
ness and Sanday desaoration are evil, lat them
come from where they may,

Bocanse the Puritan went too far in hia
Sabbath observence that la no reaeon that
the Ohristian Sunday be desecrated and de-
oency and erder disturbed.

I think it the duty and the right of tem.
perance to speak firmly to Intemparance and
bid evil to cover. I belleve in roatralning by
firm law the abuse of drink and regulating
by wise divestion Its legitimate nss. I be-
lieve in Sunday cloging and in high llcenne,
and a bold face to the Insolence of whiskey.

Quebec

Mr, John P, Sutten Prophesies & Brilliant
Future for the French-Canadian Pre-
vinco—A Bl of Canadian Pollties.

To the Editor of The State Journal :

LixcoLX, Neb., Avg. 29 —The Journal
Ia, generally apeaking, well poated on the
Iending questions cf the day, at hemeand
abroad, und ceurtecus In ite treatment of all
debatable aubjects, An exception oonly
proves the general rule, and certalnly the
fellowlag editorial paragraph Ia your iesue
of to-dayia a * wild and wonlly” excaption
t» yonr generally well foundad intelligence.
The paragraph reads:

“t The province of Qaebeo, already dezply
in debt, {s meking fresh loans at the rate of
about $3,000,000 a year, Mouney is hard to
get from the peasaots, and the church mnd
achool syatem of the provinos fe a mill stone
tied te the neck of the admioistration, There
are 7,500 ecclesisstics that must be malintain-
od directly by the governmeat. When this
is remembered, it Is not a matter of surprise
that Qaebeo Is in a state of chronic bank-
ruptoy.”

1 woo'’t disputethe financlal embarrasement
of thoe pravince of Quebec, but your conclus-
tons about the churzh and schosl «ystem, sud
the extraordivary yarn about the 7,500
ecclesiastica maintained by the goveroment,
prove posltively that eomebody has been
{fooling you in & most exiravegant manner.

My dear slr, there s not a priest iu the
provincs of Qiebec that receives a selitary
nickel from the government, unless he per-
forme some scrvice for the publie, and for
walch he is ontitl-d toa stipend., In tiies he
stands on the eame platform with the Protes-
tant clergymen, The Catholic olergy of the
province of Quebeo are not paid by the state.
Thay are supported by tithes, in =ccordance
with the treaty by wiich the Briti+h epntain-
o1 Cenada, The language, ihe lawa, ths
religion and the Institutions of the French
were to be lelt a8 they were belore tun con.
quest ; and on every public celebration, the
French Canadlan never forgets to hold aleft
a banner bearing the inwcription ** Notre
laugue, Noa lols et noe fnstitutions.” (** Our
Ianguage, our laws and ouor Instita.
tione.,”) The religions sod temporal
afalte of the  Cathollea of Que-
bas pertaln  to themselves and ro
Pcrotestant, direc:ly or indirectly, ocon.
tributes a cent to the revenues of the
Cathollcs by reascn of any law foreing bim to
do #20. The French Catbolio farmers, in
obedisnse to thelr own laws, laws jealcuuly
malntaiced by them, pay tithes to their
olergy, and the tithes constitute a len cn the
{arm up to the time it may pam intc Protes-
tant hande, when the tithe ceases to be obli-
gatory on the non.-Catholic propristor, The
tithe In Qaebeo I8 a small affair, it{s paid
willingly and rarely exacted by legal means.
Liviog men remember when the Eplscopallan
miniscer went, with Engllsh troops at his
bick, to the house of the Irish Catholie
farmer and demanded paymant {or services
naver rendered, and oo often, when the
farmer refuied to eubmit to tojuatice, hs was
shot dead at his own door in the name of
British law, Evoo now armed bodles rf
nolice and soldiery are maesed in parts of
Walei to force Methodlstr, Baptiets and Con-
gregatlonalists to pay tithes to Epiecopsalizn
ministers, whose services they will not have
and whouss dootrines are not agoceptable te
them. You don’t fiad any such injurtice in
the Oathollo province of Quebee.  The sulary
of un asaistant priest in a Quebec parish ia
sbout 8160 a year, wish very plaln if sub.

Some of the religlons corporations are
wealthy, bat thelr wealth has arsen from the
increased value of the lande oripinally
bastowed upon them, and to which they are
justly entitled, unless we take it for granted,
with some socalists and and anarchist writers,
that all property le robbery.

#o acquired ars not speni in forma of wild
extravagsnoe, characterlstio of those who In
our days havo acoumulated immense fertunes
by means that don’t always bear the light of
investigation, The religious Inetitutions of
Qaebeo spend thelr weslth In the interest of
humsnity, in spreadlng koowledge, In carlog
for the helpless poor, the orphans and the
aged, It may seem to you very strange, but

tario. Every stranger will notice in Montreal
and Qaebec an slegance and refinement not
disooverable in the cities of Oatario, The old
province has all the distinguishing character.
{atios of I'anclen regime, courteous, dignified
and brave, and theee are the qualifications,
not only of the Frenoh, but of the Irish,
Scotch and Eaglish familles long settled ia
Quebec.

You are loaccurate ju your ldeas of educa-
tlon in Quebeo. The system ls denomira-
tional, The vatt majority of the population
in QOatholio; the public school system, if
adapted there, would practically be aubjeat
to_ Oathollo Influences ; therfere, in justios to
the feelings of the Protestant minority, each
r:ligioua body le given control of its own eda-
oatlonal Intsrests, and the mchool tax is ap-
plied exactly in accordance with the wishes
of the Cathollo and Proteatant tax-payers,

In all government grants In aid of educa-
tfon, the Protestant minority receives not)
only its pro-rats share, bus even more than
its aotual numbers call for. There i a minia-
ter of publio Instruction and a Uathelic and
Proteatant board of echool commiesloners,
and the machinery of education works along
a3 smoaothly as ‘poesible Eo far as religlons
differences are concerned.

It want of
communioation Intermaily, and externally
with Amerioan centres, made it impossible %o
utliizo It Incomparable water power by ea-
tabliahing manufactares. Agricniture in an
uniavorable climate and under a backward
system was becoming the only resocaroe
of the people. The government by its
policy of openlog up the country
msy have gons beyond thelr means,
but I have =not a shadow of
s doubt that were ths province
of Quebec anmexed to the Ualt-
ed S:ates, a vast tressure of mineral
waalth would be developed in ite dark ranges
of almost usexplored mountains, The pre-
sent taxation in the province lv extremely
light in the country districts, and correspond-
ingly heavy in the towns, The resources of
Cinada are mainly deawn from the customa
tariff, but as the French Cainadian farmer,
whils kind and hospltable, makes what he
weare and grows, [ may say, what he eate,
drinks and smokes, he contribates very listle
to the goveroment coffers.  When Jean Bap-
tiste settles in the town Lis bacomes very in-
dustrions, and as extravagant as Industrious ;
he dressee well, and black eyed Marle Loulse
and Marie Pniiomene ure «qually infatuated
with a desire of appaaring in tashlonable
attire, Hence ho hears more than his allotted
share in supporting she state. With more
divortified Industries, more evenly distributed
tuxatlon, und the development of the natural
and artficlal recources of the pravince, I look
for a brilliant futurs for Qaebee, The French
Canadisne are a harda-workiog people,
They have, whtn opportunity has been
given them, shown extraordiary apti-
tude for tne finer grades of machanism,
tney are artistic and manlcal in tastes. Like
their Breton and Norman ancastors, they are
excellent sallors, and also have that heredit-
ary respoct for law which obtaine for them
a litiglons rather than a quarrelaome char-
acter, Haviog {n thetr velns tne mingled
blood of the Ganl and the Vikiog, 1t ie but
nutural they should possess the qualificationa
of good soldiers, In a word, the French-
Canadian race is an {nteresting ove. & bas,
ke every other race, {is vives and its vir-
tuee ; but It has elements that deserve ap-
preciatioen. As natlves of thie conticent, they
arean American race, and we should study
themaa they are, nnd uotas they are dascribed
by intolerant Ocange bigite who can mac
nothing good beyond their vicionaly aslnloe
asociation. Tho facts I have given you re-
lativs to the conditions of the church and
schoul guastlon are famillar 4o mo, as I wae
& resident of the province of Qaebec for wix.
toen years. I bave describea the Freach
Canadlan people &t they appeared to me, who
withoutj any particular partiality for them
have gertalnly no prejodice against them. I
write in the intorest of truth, celieving that
the notjsct of my letter would be intorerting
to vour {ntelligent and fair minded roudere.

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CATHOLIC INDIAN MISSION
WORK.

How It sas Come Into Good Play on Two
Recent gezanlons,

Two examples bave just been furnished of th®
practical influence exerted over the r¢d men of
the West by the Roman Catholic missionariea
wherever they have established echools or
cburches upon Government reservations,

Under the legislation of last winter President
Harrison appointed three Commissioners to viait
the Chippewas of Minnesota aod prccure the'r
cnngenb to gather upon two reservaticng, one at
White Earth and the other at Red Lake, selling
to the Government the abandoned reservations
aud such portions aleo of the two retained as
should not be required for allotments in sever-
alty, Among she Commisaioners selected was
the Rt. Rev. Martin Marty, the Roman Catho-
he Bishop of Dakota. That the choice of Bishop
Marty wan judicious ia apparenb, since Min-
pesota is one of the rezions in which the Oatho-
lic Church has taken pains to extend its mis-
gione among the red men ; and, =8 & fact, these
Ohippewa negotiations, which have been drag-
giog along for several years, have atlast been
succesatnl,and there is now practically no doubb
thay the surplus lend at Red Lake will be
secured by the Government.

Again, in the recent Sioux negotiations the
canvass at Standing Rock was evidently to
determine the success or failurs of the errand of
the Commissioners. When they arrived thers
they found the outlook most unpromising. The
famcus ohief, Sitting Bull, Jobn Grass, and
Gall had arrayed tbeir followers almost aaa
unit against the scheme of purchase. The visit
of lasb year’s Commistion to this agency had
wacured, after a month’s labor, only twenty-two
favorable votes. Threata were made to kill any
Indian who should sign. The firat cheering
indications catae from the converted Indiane of
the Roman Catholic Mission at Standing Rock.
The prieat took ground in favor of the plan of
the Cowmmiseioners, and his Sioux converts
affixed their signatures to the agreemant in spite
of threata and ridicule, Afterward came the
break of John Grase, and that of Gall, and then
success wad assured.

There ia & bureau of Catholic Indiau Missions
which takes pgeneral charge of religious and
educations] work among the red men.  This

sar’s annual meeticg, presided over by Bishop
iiarhy showed that the bureau had coniracts
with the Governwent amounting " to $344,645
during the current year alone for the education
of Indian children. Tha Goveroment, besides
mainbaining ite own schools on the reservations
and elsewhere, pays large sums for the right to
place children in the religioua_schools eatablih-
ed by the various Protestant denominations and
by the Catholic Church, This it can'doas a
coat per head less than that of ita ownday
achoola and boarding rohiools, beoanse the religi-
ous institutions have their contributions to rely
upon, and can afford to take Government pupils
at a Jow rate. The Oatholic schoola alone num-
ber fifty-four, and no fewer than thirty-eight
of them are boarding rchools, having an atbend-
ance of 2,787 pupils. Theze pupils receive board
snd clothing,as well a8 tuition, and the Govern-
ment gives from $100. to $1E0 a ‘year for each
pupil, according to the location of tha sghool
snd other citoumstances. . The day achoold add
650 ptipils, making 3,437,'in all. The contracta
for the coming year .contemplate the eduoation
of many more  childrén, and’' the receint of
$451,930 from  the’ Governmieut. The ’?ostd

He gave away 35+ while we waere
out, and half-a-dozea at least were relieved at
his hoose ia the evening. Every expenditure
was at onve noted down in a book. Hb beg-
ged that I wonld give nothiog: hoe alope
konowe the nesds and the coadition of each
?mily, and can give the relief withont harm.

ia another very noticeanle thing. Over each
tick man he was raked to pray, thowe around
standing bareheaded and bent In reverence.
At one cabin the moment we entered an old
man blinded with ophthalmia, which is very
cemmon, fell on his knees on the mud foor
and begged for a prayer to be said over him.
At another, which had been threatened with
eviction, we found a peor follow dying. He
had come home from Amerlca to dle in the
old country, He was laid on a bed made for
him on the mud floor a frent of the peat fivs,
and lay moazing there with hia feiende stand
ing round him, Father M’Fadden stayed to
adminleter the rites of the Church, and the
puswanta gathered all around the hut, and
stood grouped outside with their heads bent,
llstonlog to the low volce of the priess. They
have no beltef in the parish doctor ; they
throw away his medicines if they do not like
the look of them, or show them to the father
and ask his oplnion of them. An enthusias-
tlo dootor backed by some money might do &
very great deal here,

We visitod the Natlopal School. Oaly
seventcen children wero there, and a yesr or
two back the register showed au attendance
of nhout nloety. The ialling off Is the cffact
of Father M'Fadden's Imyrisopment. They
wers writing on elates—three ragged little
rewa of falr, curly heade, with bright, won-
dering faces sud such odd bits ot cluthor.
Puople have aent all sorts of trash vver here
—aby ehoes and socks, biba, ahirt frents, ol
tisa—and evorylhing ban been distributed and
mida use of ua far as possible on their little
bodies, The stockings of the district, when
there are any, come down over the foot, but
leave the sole bara for walking on. The pea-
rants sre now quite guiet and

PATIENT OVER THE RVICTIONS,

Trey koow they have only a year or two
isoger to walt for a {air hearing, and Father
McFadden has complete control over them.
Toose who are evicted are simply taken into
the other onblee. In one of these no lsss than
three families were living together. We came
on & littls bay called Curran’a Port, and the
father wuy making Inquirles of mll the old
peasanty as to Ite history, 1% seems old Cur
vha was the ficet settler, and that bz paid €1
& year as rent ; now on the same land which
he rerted there tre now three oabins paying
aver £9 a year. This is the rack-rentlsg pro-
cess. The origioal area of land te divided and
divided, and instead of the first lessee sub-
letting what he originally rented,the landlord
fixes him to the acre or two which he hae
uctuaily cultivated, and exacts roat from
ssch of the new pettlers himeelf. Mr. T. W.
Ruseell has stated that this lund was bought.
by Me, Ulphert with the rental in its present
condition, but these things have been done
aud not one of the old men could remembsr
themselves, nor had they neard their fathers
or grandfathers speak of, any other landlord
than an Olphert.
