attneks with contempt. But when a dig-
nitury in the position of bis Lordship of
Worcester, descends to the level of fana
fieal aml rabid intoleranee, it ds but fair
to many. even his own flock, to bold up

Silence
was s sudest methal of retieid,

The Rev, Fathor MeCarrick, Catholic
priest of Chiasetown, bad the following in
the Birmingham Post on the sanie mat-
ter :—"The following information may
be of use ta the Bishop of Worcester re-
warding the Spanish Bililes © In Spain the
whole Bible which had been translated
‘nto the vernacular tongue by Bonitace
Ferror, in 1105, was printad in Valeneia
wn WTS, and rveprinted in 1515 with the
focnal consent of the Spanish Inquist-
tion, In 1512 the Gospels and  Epastles
wire Danslated by Amilwosio de Monte-
sim, and this work was printed at Bar-
celuna in 1601, and again in 1608, and at
Madid in 1603 and 1603, Caranze, the
Catholic Archbishop of Toledo, writes
i hix intvodoetion on his * Commen-
Liries of Cliristinn religion s ¢ Before
the heresis of Lather appeared, T do not
know that the holy seriptures in the vul-
gar lungue were anywhere forbidden, In
Spain the Bible was transluted into
Spanish by vrder of the Catliolic Sove-
Teiens, at the time when Moors and Jews
were allowed o live among Christinns
devonding to their own law. It would,
ne doubt, affind your readers—antongst
wham [have the pleasure of reckoning
my~el - grveat deal of happiness il his
Lowdship of  Woreester would  kindly
gather Logetiier the statistics of the souls
converted o the Established Chureh ol
Emgland from Nonconformity by the
Putehasing of the Bible at railway book-
SL“!IS, eitherin Spain or Kngland.”

The Rev. A. L. Chattaway, on theSun-
dny cvening fullowing the Bishop’s dis-
course, delivered an address to a2 very
,]i)"L'U congregation, which included many
Protestants, on the * Catholie Chureh
di=ltkes the Bible,” in the course of which
he hde pointed referctices ta the atter-
anees of the Bishop, IHe gave an ox-
bstive explimation of the position of
Catholies with regard tuBible teaths, and
showed how the Chureh of England re-
Jeeted gevernl of the books of the Bible
which Catholies held to be inspired, and
how, whilst Protestants based their aith
on these dectinted  versions, Catholies,
ob the eonlrary, took the Bible as pro-
hounced by the Chureh to be genuine in
s eatirety, and in addition bad the sa-
ered traditions hivded down from gene-
nation to generation to rely upon us the
foundation of their religion. Surcly
Father Cattaway snid, the Chureh that
aceepted thie whole of Gud’s Word show-
¢l greater respeet for it than the sect
which threw a pnrt overboard. Their
Ton-Uatholie friends wont upon the
assumplion  thut the Bible con-

tained all the message of Gid
to mankind, The Looks of the Old
and the New Testament did 1ot contain
the: whale of God's miessage Lo mankind.
Besides the Gospel of St. Mathew, which
was written for the Jewish commmunities,
amd that of St. Mark, written for the
Christians at Rome, there was no other
book for upwards of twenty years that
conld be proved to hawve been written by
Gol’'s  inspiration.  And  during  that
periad, and for long atterwards, until the
Looks had been copied and circulated,
there was nothing to which the people
conld appeal for an authoritative state-
ment of Christinn faith except to the
living teachers and preachers of the
Church. The Bible then was not the
whole guide to the teaching of Christian-
ity : as o matter of history it could not
be.  The areument of the new prefate in
the Sce of Worcester was “thie Bible liad
Leen productive of good, uniaccompanied
by any scetarisn bins”  Fancy the Bible
Leing put amongst people who did not
know anything about it, and hind nothing
to guide them in interpreting it. What
did the Bishop think they would make
outof the New Testaument with regard to
the mystery of the Blessed lrinity?
What would be their views on the doc-
tiine of the inearnation thedocetrine of ori-
ginad sin, and the doctrine of the Atone-
ment “unncenmpanied by any sectarian
bias¥”  Again the Bishop of Worcester,
in recent gratuitons attack upon Catho-
lies, stated that the Church of Rome
tuugeht the doctrine of the saeritice of the
Mass, which was “blasphemnus table.”
Yet in the Churels Times of the previous
duy there was an advertisement relating
to St. Margaret’s Church, Easlcheap,
London, which read : “Feast of St. Luke,
October 18th, 1841, Missa Cantatn, 11.50.”
That meant a Mass that was sung; so
that {n St. Margaret’s Church they would
attempt to do what Dr. Perowne called a
“Llaspheinous table.” He quoted those
instances to show how  the Bible
s unwecowpanied,”  he  would - say,
“hy any sectarlan bias,” leads mien,
even of the same Church to  give
it different interpretations. A gentle-
man helonging tu the Church of England
in a reeent conversation with him (the
speiker) said it was a lamentable thing
that in his church there were two [aiths,
The position of the Catholic Church on
the point was clear. The Bible con-
tained the written scieace; the Chiurch
and not one's private judgment was the
teachier of that science. The Bible con-
tained the law, and the Catholic Church
was tue expotuader of that law. The
Bible was a chart, the Chureh was a
pilot. Al that the Bible taught the
Catholic Church buelieved withont excep-
tion; all that the Church taught ac-
corded with the Bible. The Bible con-
tained nothing that contradicted the
Churelr; the Chureh taught nothing that
conlridicted the Bible. The Chureh was
the Ambassador, the Bible the written
document signed by God  which fur-
nished the credentials of the Chureh,
amd contained  the substance of the
Churel's message to mankind. 11 these
were the teachings of the Catholic
Churel, the doetrines of the Chureh, the
views of her theologians with regard to
the Holy Seriptures, he would ask how
it could e said that the Church disliked
the Scriptures. Such a statement was
misleading nnd false.

In connection with this state but oft-
reprated chaige against the Catholie
Churel, of hiding away the Bible, we
append the following remarks of the
Liev. T. I, Blunt, who is a Protestant.
They were penned regarding the Holy
seripture and the Catholie clergy in pre-
Reformation times, and arc quoted to-
vether with others front a letter that ap-
peared in a Welsh paper:—

¢ There has been much wild and fool-
ish writing about the searcity of the Bible
in the ages preceding the Reformation.
It has been taken for granted that the
Holy Seripture was almuost asealed book
to the eletgy and Jaity until it was print-
ed in Enghsh by Tyndale and Coverdale:
and that the only real source of knowl-
edge respecting it was that made by
Wycklitto, The facts nre that the clergy
aml monks were daly reading large por-
tions of the Bible, and had them stored
in their memory by constant recitation;
that they made a very free use of Holy
Scripture in preaching, so that even
muodern Bible reader is astonished at the
anount of quotations aud references con-
tained in medizeeal sermons. The monks
took 2 vast amount of personal trouble
with respect to the production of the
Holy Scriptures, and accomplished by
head, hands, and heart what is now
chiefly done by paid workmen and ma-
chinery. The clergy studied the Word
of Gud and made it known to the laity
and those few of the laity who could read
had abundant opporlunity of reading the
Bible citherin Latin or in Enghsh up to
the Reformation periold.  Faur historieal
research will cenvinee any investigator
who is apen to convietion that God has
wlways hud a large army of faithini ser-
vants engnged in making known—some
one way, ail some another--the Word
of Giod which he hath revealed.” And
again, ‘““notwithstanding the immense
destruction of manuscripts by the English
Turitans, there still exists many verna-
enlnr Gospels, Psalters, nud complete

Dibles, of dates varying lrom  the
ninth o the sixteenthh centuries;

relics that bear witness to extensive
jubors, of which devouring time and
fnuatic ignorance have sparcd but u re-
presentative portion.”  We turnto Mait-
Innd, who, in his “Dark Ages,” p.469, tells
us that before Luther was born the Bible
had been printed in Rome, Naples,
Foerence, anud Plncenza, and Venice alone
had turnished eleven editions. Nodoubt
{(snys the writer) we should be within
the truth il we were to say that, besides
the mullitndes of manuseript copies, not
yel fullen into disuse, the pross had is-
sued fifty dilferent cditions of the Latin
Bible, to say nothing of Psalters, New

Testamonts, and other parts. Then we

have the further testimony of Iteuss that
“no book wus so [requently published
immediately after the list invention of
printing as the Latin Bible, more than
one hundred editions being struck off
before the year 153207 I might go on
killing the slain fur an indefinite time,
but the following from Dr. Farrar will
prove how utterly mistaken your corres-
pandent is in placing before your readers
his absurd views of history, which he
has evidently been taught to rely expli-
citly upon as facts :— Once maore con-
sider what the Church did for education.
Her ten thousand monasteries kept alive
and transmitted that torch of lenrning
which otherwise would have been extin-
guished long before. The hamanizing
machinery of schouls and universities,
the civilizing propaganda of missionary
zeal, were they not due toher? And,
more than this, her very existence was a
living education; it showed that the
successive ages were not sporadic and
aecidental scenes; but were continnous
and coberent acts in one great drama.
In Christendom the yearnings of the past
were fullilied, the direetion of the future
determined  (Lecture V., Christinnity
and the Ruce). Well might Milman
say that the Papaey was the great con-
servative of Christlanity, for such the
Catholic Church in communion with the
See of Romehas ever been.

The death of Monseigneur Thibaudier
causes the seventh vacancy in the
French episcopate : those of Basse-Terre,
Angoulerme, Suint Fleur, Arras, Sens,
Angers and Canmibrai. France is divided
into 00 dioceses, three of which are in
the colonies, at Guadaloupe, la Reunion,
and la Martinique. They have 18 arch-
bishoprics and 72 bishoprics. Before the
revolution in France there were, as Lo
dny, 15 archbishoprics, but 113 bishop-
rics.

La Semaine Religicuse gives the fol-
lowing figures us showing the work done
by the Sisters of Charity of the city.
There are at present in the houses of the
Grey Nuus, outside the personnel of the
estiblishment 1403 poor persons receiving
gratnitously lodging and board. They
are divided as-follows: At the Genoral
Hospital, Guy street, 201 old men, 266
orphans and 53 assistants ; at the Naza-
reth Asylum, 100 blind and 72 orphans ;
St. Ji seph Asylum, 142 orphans ; Bethle-
hem Asylum, 95 orphans; St, Henri
Asylum, 40 orphans ; St. Charles hospi-
tal, 155 old men; Ste. Brigide Asylum
122 orphans; St. Putrick’s, 157 poor people.
These details do not mention the dispen-
suries, where hundreds obtain remedies
for their ailments; of the halls, where
hundreds of little children are daily con-
iided to their care, while the mothers go
out to work ; of visits to the sick, accom-
panied with some assistance for healing ;
the houses of refuge and Notre Dame
Hospital, They gave permanent relief
to over 1403 poor people, and estimating
the cost of each at $100, the Sisters ex-
nend annually on these poor pensioners
£140,300.

Lawrence J. Kip, grandson of Bishop
William Ingraham Kip, of tho Diocese
of Californin, was baptized into the
Romuan Catholic Church in that city on
the25¢h Janoary., The step that Mr. Kip
ook is of especial interest on account of
the high place ot his family in Episco-
pulian circles both there and in the East.
His grandfather rauks as the second
Bishop of America, Bishop Williams of
Conuecticut being his senior. Young
Kip bas been bred a lawyer, but in assist-
ing big grandlather he was brought into
close relations with several Cutholic
clergymen, including Father Sasin, the
head of tho Jesuits, on this coast, They
converted him, and now he proposes to
muke publio profession of hig new faith.

the lntter because he believes it is the
true fuith that the Bible teaches. The
news of his convertion has not yet been
broken to his (andftgther, who will be
greatly shacked, a5 he is in feeble health.

President Cleveland and to Bishop Coxe,
of Western New York, Herhbalf-brother

is E. C. Stedman, the banker and poet.
The old Bishop came out here in 1854.
Just before he sailed for California he
was married to Miss Lawrence, of New
York, sister of the famous * Don’t-Give-
up-the-Ship” Lawrence, who commanded
the frignte Chesapeake, and cousin of
William Beach Lawrence, the jurist.
Bishop Kip is noted as an author, his
text-books on religion being used-in
Oxford and Cambridge University in
England, and in the University of Canada.
Of late years lie has been assisted in the
diocese by Assistant Bishop Nichols.

CATHOLIC TRUTH.

Doput of the New Soclety at Ottawan,

TheCatholic socicty, iately or{;n.nized at
Ottawn, made its debut before the public,
on Friday evening last, with amusicaland
literary ~ entertalnment. The literary
portion of the programme consisted of
addresses by Sir Joln Thompson, the
president of the socicty, and His Grace
the Archbishop of Ottawa its patron,
and a paper entitled *Lradition,” by Mr.
Joseph Pope.

SIR JONIN TTIOMPSON'S ADDRESS.

Sir John Thompson, after referring to

the establishment of the Catholic Truth
society in Ottawa and to its affiliation
with the present saciety in Eungland,
stated thatils objectk-was to use the press
as a means of incrensing the practice of
the Catholic religion and extending
the knowledge of what religion really is.
It will do this by paying attention to
three subjects—devotion, instruction and
controversy.
The instruction which the Catholic
Truth societynims at, continued SirJohn,
is the instruction in their religion of
Catholics themselves, In this age it 1s
necessiry, in order to the defence of the
Catholic religion, in order to put its
truths before those who do not undeys
stand them, that every member of the
church should not only believe what the
Catholic church believes and teaches, but
should also be able to give o reason for
what he believes. We proceed upon the
principle that the Catholic who is the
best informed in connectipn with his re-
ligion is best grounded in the faith and
most likely to be zealous in the practice
of it. Itisaleoimportant to place hefore
thase who are nat Catholics an accurate
and simple statement of what is the
Catholic belief. What DProtestants be-
lieve the Catholic chnreh to be is not the
Catholic church at all. What they dis-
like as Catholic belief is not Catholic
belief. The great object of the society
is to place before those who are not
Catholics simple, innflensive, plain state-
ments of what Catholic belief really is.

There are also, he said, the duty of
attending to controversy. We enguge in
controversy only for the purpose of de-
fence, and for the purpose of stating the
grounds on which our belief rests, when
that beliefis misrepresented or attacked
—not for the purpose of attacking any
man’s belief, but for the purpose of put-
ting plainly before those who diffor from
us what we believe and why we beheve
it.

Sir John added : While [say that
the society inculeates upon its members
great caution, let me not be understood
that our object is to apologize to any
man for that which we believe or that
which we practice. What we do will
bear examination und criticism, bat it is
due to the public, n well as to ourselves,
to remove misapprehension and niisun-
derstandings as they arise. We shall
have the publications of the Cntholic
Truth society of England placed on sale
in Ottawa, and also distnbuted gratnit-
ously to the poor visited by the
members of St. Vincent de Paul society
and other similar societies. We ask you
to help us in this undertaking by becom-
ing members of the society. The mem-
bership fee has been fixed at one dollar
u year, but those who se desire may sub-
gcribe a larger amount.  We would, how-
ever rather bave 50 members at a dollar
apiece than one at $50 or $100. If we
nieet with your sympathy and assistance,
you will have no cuause to feel ashamed
that you have belped uns in the good
work.
