Various
other ingtances ara given by the Ksperance, the or-
gan of the Evangelionl Protestants, of similar intole-
rance ou the part of the liberals, What the liberala
demnnd for their model paster, says the Esperance,
are,—

of oelebrating Christmas, without believing in the
miraculous birth of the Saviour; of celebrating Pen-
tecost, without believing in the Ascension j of read-
iog in the charch the Apostles’ Creed, without be-
lieving the miracles therein enumerated ; of admisis-
tering baptism in the name of the Father, Son, and
Holy Ghost, without believing 1 the divinity of the
Son and the Holy Ghost ; of sdministering the Lord's
Supper. without believing in the Atonemeat; of
combating in sermons whut he i3 bound to respest in
the Liturgy; and sthe right of pecforming the most
solemo acts of worship, which he must regaid ag a
vain ficlion or a pious fraud. If the pastor fall into
error, or give public scardal, no one has a right to
object to his teaching. The elders muat not, far
they are purely admioistrators; synods canzct, - for
they are to kuow mothing about doctrive; nor the
Minister ot Public Worship, for he must remain a
atranger to queations of dogma. Theare only remains
for the liberal pastor but oae authority in matters of
doctrice —~his own ; and the conscience of every man
is st his mercy in the Church, for mostof the
churches have but one pastor. Such is what ig de-
manded for the pastor. Here is what i3 taken away
from the Church—the liberty of drawing up the for-
muls of its own faith, and causing it to be respected;
of puttiog limitz to the errors of the preacher; of
governiog itaelf freely in all that concerns dectrine
snd discipline, by official bodies elected by it; of be-
ing un ,organized socieiy—in s word, of beinga
COhurch, aud nota mob. The liberals would have
the Church * & vast edifice open to everything and to
all’ [to use the language of the Lien, Al.

It pouaces on it
with voracity, and gooros to adopt the practice of
the bon-counstriotor in beslavering it previous to in-
glutition, boliiog it at one swallow. Ruminating
thereon it prooounc-8 it & ranlc anachronism. The
days for Fetiechism, hero-worship, or fataiism, are
irrevocably gone, To talk about political Megsiahs
i the mereat chaffl. To affirm that a'whole people
can be guilty, or an individusl aloce impeccuble, are
figments that have had their day. The writer
(Eugene Foroade) nareates concerning himeelf an
incident which made him poader oa the foolish falla
cy of such talk, He bad called on the aged King
Louis Philippe during a visit to Ecgland, and, after
listeniog to the dethroned wonarch’s conversation
with deferential sympathy, he had ventured np the
simple remark—'Sice le peuple Francaia est bein
coupable” ‘Young man, you have yet to learn
that auch & statement hag no gronndwork, ¢Les
peuples ne gont jimais coupables * There ia always
a farcica! ingredient mixed up with the most solemn
trains of thought in Paris.
