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Sciences Politiques, University of Paris, and at the London School
of Economics . In 1933 he was awarded the Prix David by the Province
of Quebec and a Doctorate of Laws by the University of Montreal .

He was a member of the editorial staff of La Patrie,
Montreal, 1933-34 . From 1935 to 1938, he taught public international
law at the University of Ottawa and founded the School of Political
Science at the same university in 1936 .

Mr. Mayrand joined the Department of External Affairs in
1934 . He served in Ottawa until 1939, then in London, Rio de Janeiro
and Moscow, and returned to Ottawa in 1946 . He was Canadian alter-
nate delegate on the United Nations Special Commission on Palestine
in 1947, and an alternate delegate to the United Nations General Assembly
in 1949 and 1950 . He served as head of the European Division, and
of the t.merican and Far Eastern Division, and on April 1, 1949, he
vas promoted to the rank of hssistant Under-Secretary of State for
External tiffairs .

Mr. Mayrand is married and has two sons and one daughter .
