Frederic Hudd, C .B . :3 ., Official Secretary to the Canadian
High Commissioner to the United Kingdom, and the following
transfers within the Canadian diplomatic service :

Mr . Sydney Pierce, O .B .E ., Canadian Ambassador to
Brazil, will become Deputy fii ;h Commissioner for Canada to the
United Kingdom . He is expected to take up his new duties about
June 1 . An announcement will be made later regarding Mr .
Pierce's successor .

Mr. Leon Mayrand wi', succeed General Pope as Canadian
Ambassador to Spain and is expected to take up his new dutie s
in April 1956 .

General Pope, C .B . . 'û . C .y was bornat Riviére-du-Loup,
P .Q., in 1889 and is a graduate of McGill University . In 1915,
he joined the Canadian Army with vrnich force he served fo r
thirty years . He saw action in the First World War, and during
the Second World War he hei(1 various senior staff appointments,
including that of Chairman, Toint Staff Mission, Washington,
and Staff Officer to the Prime 11,1inister and Military Secretary
to the Cabinet °var Committee . In 1945 he was named Head of the
Canadian Military Mission in Berlin and in 1950 was appointed
Ambassador to the Federal Ropublic of Germany at Bonn . Later
in the same year he was appointed Ambassador to Belgium and
Minister to Luxembourg, which positions he held until his
appointment as Ambassador to Sr.ain in 1953 . General Pope is
married and has four children .

Mr . Frederic Hudd . C . B .E . was born in Bromley, Kent,
in 1891 and is a graduate of tne University of London . During
World War I he s .6rved in the Canadian Army overseas and wa s
discharged with the rank of Lieutenant . From 1921 to 1947
Mr. Hudd was a member of the Foreign Trade Service and served
in New York (1921-34) and London (1934-41) . From 1941 to 1947
Mr. Hudd was on loan to the Department of External Affairs as
Secretary, Office of the High. Commissioner in London and in
1947 he joined the Department of External Affairs as Official
Secretary at Canada House in v.hich capacity he has serve d
ever since . Mr . Hudd is single .
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
