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The House resumed debate on the motion of Mr. Blair, seconded by Mr.
Jerome,—That the Fourth Report of the Special Committee on Procedure of
the House, presented to the House on Friday, December 6, 1968, be con-
curred in.

And on the motion of Mr. Stanfield, seconded by Mr. Baldwin, in amend-
ment thereto,—That the Fourth Report of the Special Committee on Procedure
of the House be not now concurred in but referred back to the Committee with
instructions that it have power to recommend that proposed Standing Order
16-A be amended to provide that a motion to accept the decision of the Proceed-
ings Committee shall only be made following the unanimous decision of the
Proceedings Committee arrived at during a meeting properly convened upon
adequate written notice.

And debate continuing;

A Message was received from the Senate informing this House that the
Senate had passed Bill C-146, An Act respecting the imposition of anti-dumping
duty, without amendment.

A Message was received from the Honourable Gérald Fauteux, Puisne
Judge of the Supreme Court of Canada, acting as Deputy to His Excellency
the Governor General, desiring the immediate attendance of the House in the
Senate Chamber.

Accordingly, Mr. Speaker went with the House to the Senate Chamber.

And being returned;

Mr. Speaker reported that when the House did attend the Honourable the
Deputy to His Excellency the Governor General in the Senate Chamber, His
Honour was pleased to give, in Her Majesty’s name, the Royal Assent to the
following bills:

An Act to amend the Customs Tariff.
An Act respecting the imposition of anti-dumping duty.

Mr. Speaker informed the House that he had then addressed the Honour-
able the Deputy to His Excellency the Governor General as follows:

MAay It PLEASE YOUR HONOUR:

“The Commons of Canada have voted Supplies required to enable the
Government to defray certain expenses of the public service.

“In the name of the Commons I present to Your Honour the following
Bill:

‘An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money for the public
service, for the financial year ending the 31st March, 1969.’

“To which Bill I humbly request Your Honour’s Assent.”
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
