Mr. Chrétien, seconded by Mr. Mackasey, by leave
of the House, introduced Bill C-63, An Act to amend
the Olympie (1976) Act, which was read the first time
and ordered to be printed and ordered for a second
reading at the iiext sitting of the House.

The text of the Message and Recommendation of the
Governor General pursuant to Standing Order 62(2) in
relation to the foregoing Bill is as follows:
