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government, the matter is exercising the minds
of the returned men, because these 3,000 farms
are allocated to other men and ithey cannot
find farms for themnselves. Let me su-ggest
Vbat ail the returned men should be satisfied,
s0 f ar as their demande for farms aile con-
cerned, before consideration is given to others.
Cern we be sure that these returne;d men, who
stili a&k for farms and are entitled to hen
wili be given consideration and their wants
su.pplied first?

Mr. FORKE: I might say my hon. friend's
wishes will be met as far as possible. 0f
course, they have delayed a ilong time. If
they had taloen action two years ago they
would have been ini a diffeirenit position. The
fnrms were vacant and some of -the lande have
been soid for taxes. Something had to he
done. The three t.housand-family echeme has
been criticized and we thought betiter to ,place
men on the farine which were not occupied.
I think the returned soidiers have been
leniently deait with on the whole. On the re-
sale of these lsnde we find in someï cases,' the
deps.rtment is getting hetter prices for the
abandoned farms than the sdldies paid for
them.i

Mr. GARDINER: I can quite understand
that where the conditions are isnproving. In
some cases the returned man bas held on be-
cause of price -conditions, andI 1 comnïend, him
for bis judgment, but that doesl not solve the
problein. I hope the min-ieter wià, give full
consideration to the demande of these men so
that they wiii be eatisfied.

Mr. COOTE: I desire to say a word or
two about the services around the Bouse
of Commons at the time of prorogation. I
think that we might have the services of
some of the messengers aftcr the House pro-
rogues. Sometimes after prorogation the
messenger service is required and it is cut
out.

Mr. SPEAKER: In compliance with the
request, of hon. members on both aides, I
May inform -the Bouse that I have con-
sented to the continuance of a limited
messenger service for a short time following
prorogation.

Mr. WARD: Will we have the services of
a few stenographers for a short time?

Mr. SPEAKER: I have also considered
that matter and have recommended that for
two or three days after the session members
shall be able to secure the services of steno-
graphers and that they shall also have accese
to blue books and parliamentary documenta.

1Mr. WARD: I have heard that the Post
Office Department has been instructed not
to carry our files, books and other matter
that we wish to send home by mail, but that
they would have to be parcelied together
and sent by express.

An hon. MEMBER: Too bad.

Mr. SPEAKER: That is a matter for
the Post Office Department, and I think the
minister who has charge of that department
will yield to my request when I ask him, to
permit members to send these documents
by mail.
