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marked contrast to that record, the statement
that in order to, try to 'balance bis 'budget, and
even then ha will nlot balance it, my riglit
'lion. friend lias put on this year-the year lie
is going to administer; there i.s no chance for
hjm to blame the Crits tbis time-

Mr. BENNETT: Hear, hear.

Mr. RALSTON: -he bas put on tbis year
$78,000,000 of additional taxation. Tbat is
the added burden that is to be laid on the
backs of the people. That means $8 per
bead for every man, woman and child, or $40
for cvery .family of 5 in the dominion, of
brand newv taxation t'his year. It means also
that baving gone welI up the bill under the
former administration, we are n.ow slîpping
down to the bottom again under my riglit
hon. friend's administration.

Some bon. MEMBERS: Oh, oh.

Mr. RALSTON: 1 say again, under my
riglit bon. friend's administration.

And that is not the end of it. My riglit bon.
friend himself suggests that tbat increased tax-
ation of $78,000,000 wilI not enable him to
balance bis budget, that in order to balance it
ha has to have as mucli business donc this year
as last ycar with these additional sources of
tax-ation, then lic must borrow $18,000,000
on capital account, and lie wi]l still be
$7,000.000 short. He said himself that lie
hoped that after lie raised tbe increased taxa-
tion of 78 millions and capitalized the 18
millions there would be sucli a small deficit
left that ha would pay it by trea.ury buis.
I arn not a prophet nor the son of a prophet,
but I prediet that those treasury buis like
promissory notes will turn into mortgages
against the Dominion of Canada-thcy wil
become part of the fundad debt, No, my
riglit hon. frîend's situation is simply this:
He has $105,000,000 of indabtedness, ha bas
$78,000,000 of increased taxation, leaving a
differenca of 327,000,000; about $18,000,000
hý7 is going to capitalize; and lie is stili short
$8,000,000 or $9,000,000 which lie is going to
pay, as lic says. in treasury bills. Thase, Mr.
Speaker, are some of the tbings whicb are
missing from the budget speech of my riglit

hbon. friend.
But lie empbasized in the course of

his remarks that the expenditure of 8400,-
000,000 last year was wbolly a Liberal
expenditure except 2 millions for the Wel-
land canal and 4 millions odd for unemploy-
ment relief. Let me remind this bouse and
the country that my riglit bon. friend bad
an opportunity at the special session to
change any of these amounts as lie saw

fit, and lie did change a good many of
tbem, lie cut out a good many public works,
but notwitbstanding the fact that within four
montbs after the Dunning budget was brouglit
down lie had an opportunity to change it,
lie did flot do so, and tbat year includes
aiglit months of lis administration.

But that is not the worst of it. My riglit
hon. friend let tbe impression go abroad that
lie was paring down and economizing this year
and that expenditures for this year were being
eut down by about 37 millions. The inaccuracy
of that was exposad recently by my hon.
friend fromn Antigonisli-Guysborough (Mr.
Duif). But I think it was also exposed by
my riglit hon. friend the Ministar of Finance
himself last Monday, wben lie admittad that
althougli tlie Liberal budget last year was
$440,000,000 ha himself lias provîdad for ex-
penditures this year of 5430,000,000-not very
mucli of a reduction. Wlien you consider the
fact that in the 3440,000,000 arc included
special votes for the Welland canal and for
unemployment relief, you are somewliat sur-
prised to flnd my riglit hon. friand coming
to this bouse in this period of dapression,
when ha dlaims to lie paring down the
estimates to the bone, and budgcting for prac-
tically the same amouint this year as we did
last year. This is a striking commentary on
bis protestations of economy. 1 warn hîm
now, althougli 1 do not think lia needs the
warning-that lia bas said lie will not exceed
the 3430,000,000. I do not think ha will
exceed it, for lie intimat-es that that total
includes supplemantaries as well.

Now, Mr. Speaker, the question naturally
arises, why these expendituras just now?
Let me mention one item wbicli comas pretty
close home to my bon, friand. One of the
reasons for thasa large axpenditures now is
bis atýtempt to maka good, piecemeal at least,
some of the alection promises whicli ha made
last July, and so in just a sentence we flnd
an announcement whicli is somewbat im-
portant. Ha says:

Ioclutled in the expenditures to which 1 bave
refarreil, contcrnplatad for this year. are those
provided by the main estimates, and the addi-
tional suns which we have providcd for rupple-
Inen taries-

Then note this:
-besides the sumn for old aga pensions, increas-
ing ouir contributions to the provinces from 50
to 75 pcr cent for this -,car only in respect
of the total sums that are paid.

That is ail there is about it; no blaring
of trumpets, no licadlines, nothing- of that
kind. Thera ivas a time wben that was a
headline promise, there was a time every news-
paper in this country carried the promise
