CYPRUS-REQUEST TO MAINTAIN PEACE

KEEPING FORCE

On the orders of the day:
Mr. Andrew Brewin (Greenwood): Mr.

Speaker, I have a question for the Secretary
of State for External Aff airs. Will he inform
the house whether or not the Canadian gov-
ernment has accepted the request of the
Secretary General of the United Nations to
maintain its peace keeping contingent in
Cyprus, in view of the recently renewed
Security Council six months mandate?

Hon. Paul Martin (Secretary of State for
External Affairs): Mr. Speaker, the Security
Council has renewed the United Nations com-
mitment in Cyprus for a period of six months
from December 26. I hope the hon. member
for Winnipeg South Centre will not regard
this as a further indication of failure, when I
say that the Canadian government believes
firmly in the concept of the United Nations
peace keeping, and bas decided to continue to
serve in the Cyprus force from December 27
until June 26 next year, the period set for the
renewed mandate.

SOUTH KOREA-WITHDRAWAL OF FORCES

ister a question as a follow-up to another
question concerning whether or not Canada
had announced its position regarding two
resolutions proposed at the United Nations in
relation to the withdrawal of the United
Nations forces from the demilitarized zone in
Korea. Has the Prime Minister any answer
to that question?

Righi Hon. L. B. Pearson (Prime Minister):
There were two resolutions presented to the
United Nations assembly on December 16
regarding this subject. One was proposed by
certain communist delegates and was to the
effect that the United Nations should with-
draw from Korea. That resolution was de-
feated. The other resolution, of which Canada
was a co-sponsor, was to the effect that
United Nations forces should remain in
Korea until the government of Korea asked
for a withdrawal or until conditions make it
possible to do so. Of course Canada voted in
favour of that resolution.
