Mr. Léonel Beaudoin (Richmond): Mr. Speaker, I should
like to put a question to the Minister of Communications.

The government having decided to suspend to Bell
Canada rate increases for 90 days while it reviews the
question and ask certain questions, and as Northern Elec-
tric seems to be a subsidiary of Bell Canada, can the
minister tell us whether in the course of that special
inquiry the government will ask questions about North-
ern Electric to find out what its profits are-which seem
to be considerable?

Hon. Gérard Pelletier (Minister of Communications): I
will consider the question, Mr. Speaker, but off hand I
would say the answer seems to be negative since, as far as
I know, the Northern Electric Company is not under the
jurisdiction of the Canadian Transport Commission.

Mr. Jean-Marie Boisvert (Drummond): Mr. Speaker, I
wish to ask a supplementary question.

Could the hon. minister tell the House whether the
Canadian Transport Commission will examine the con-
solidated accounts of Bell Canada?

Mr. Pelletier (Hochelaga): I will look into the matter
and advise the hon. member at a later date, Mr. Speaker.
