- From Dniester River Lines

LONDON, May, 12. — The Russian
answer to the Ger.'m rush against
the lines of the Dunajec River, in
western Galicia, is a counter-stroke in
the trans-Dniester region in eastern
Hungary, where the Russian troops
have made a sudden advance on a
40-mile front stretching from Czerno-
witz to Obertyn with great success.
The enemy has evacuated the whole
left bank of the Dniester, and has been
ejected from Zaleszeyki, 26 miles
northwest of Czernowitz,

Word to this effect was received

Austrians Defeated on Stry.

The Austrians operating on the Stry
and in the direction of Uzsok Pass
were also defated with severe losses.
Near Rojanka. where they exploded
a mine and occupied the crater, they
were driven out by the Russians in a
furious onslaught and fled in confus-
ion, leaving behind them several hun-
dreds of their dead.

The Russians also checked Austrian
