If all the soldiers
who want liquor congregate in these
few hotels it will, in . the opinfon of
the authorities, result in more drunhk-
enness than -has heretofore been the
case.

Fudo Saunders, solicitor for the li-
cense board, pointed out the law to
The World, showing that the board has
the power; if it wishes, to back up the
Hotel Keepers' Association and force
the remaining few to close down. But
the agreement was voluntary and if
the military authorities don't want it,
they are unlikely to force matters. The

tute says that no hotel man is forced
ta sell liquor to any individual if he
does not desire to.
