*« First—That early in May, Convoy (hall be appointed to fail from St

John's Nk Brunswick for Halifax, on or about the loth of that month,

callings on its way, 0^ the Harbours of Yarmouth, Shelbume and

Liverpool, for fuch Veffels as may be in thofc places, ready to join it 1

•»-atad therefore ail veffels belonging to the Coafts of the Bay of Fun-

dy, intending to take advantage of it, (hould have notice to affemble

there in time.**

** Sectnd-^Thzt a Convoy will be appointed to fail from Halifax for

Ship-Harbour in the Gut-of-Canfo, on the aoth of May, with all

ftich veffels as may be collected there, bound for the coaft of Labra*

dore ; and from Ship'-Harbour for the laid coaft, on the lath of June i

wind and weather permitting/'

*• T/^rd/y^Thdt all Vessels convoyed from the coaft of Labradore to

Ship-Harbour or otherwife affembled there, on their return voyage,

ihould be further convoyed from thence to Halifax, and the Ports

wcftward of Halifax, and tjiofe of the Bay of Fundy.*'

It is therefore underftood that as the coaft s X)f Nova-ScotU arid of

Cape-Breton will be generally protected, the Fishing Veffels in the har-

bours along thofe shores, not enumerated before, will find their way to

the fevcral places of rendezvous mentioned above, as may beft suit

their feverai purpofes.

*rhe Commanding Officers on the Newfoundland Station^ having alrea-

dy expreffed their readinefs to grant the neceffary protection on the

Labradore and back to Canso at the clofe of the laft Seafen, and it being

the intention of the Committee to write further on the fubjed in due

time, they venture to recommend to all Perfons wifhing to engage in

that valuable Fiihery, in the summer of 18 14, to make preparation for
