The figures of the church census in

the sixth ward were announced Satur-

'day. With four out of the twenty-one
districts to hear from, the figures show-

ing the followers of the large dcnom-

inations are as follows:

There were twenty-five other de-

nominations recorded with a following
of less than a hundred each, making
a total of 1186. It was found that there

were seven denominations not printed

on the information gatherer's list.

Ninety refused to give information,

and 622 had no church preference. Only

13 out of every 1000 can be classed as
non-denominational—an exceedingly

small percentage. Only two out of
every 1000 refused to give information,
which, contrasted with the other wards,
is also a small percentage.
