Portsmouth, N.H., Aug. 10.—Reim-
pursement for the expenses sustained
{n the prosecution of the war and the

ing session of the plenipotentiaries
here. The word “indemnity” is care-
fully avoided, the term being employed
being “reimbursement” for the cost of
the war. No sum is fixed, the amount
peing distinctly adjourned for mutual
agdjustment between the two ‘countries
gfter the Japanese expenditure has
peen ascertained. . These are .the two
all-important conditions, and those
which the Russian plenipotentiaries
find absolutely unacceptable,

Unacceptable as they are, however,
it can be stated that these two princi-
pal conditions did not come as a sur-
prise to the Russian plenipotentiaries.

In
addition’ to the two principal zondi-
tions, which cannot be accepted wnder
Mr., Witte's instructions, those relating
to the limiting of Russia's naval power
in the far east and the granting of
fishing rights upon the Russian littoral
are considered particularly offensive to
the amour. propre of the country, and
of such a humiliating character as to
be inadmissible.

The Japanese, on the contrary, as
Baron Komura announced at the con-
ference to-day, consider them moder
ate, contending that they only repre-
sent a falr compensation for the ex~
penses of the war and the victories they
have achieved on land and sea, their
sole purpose being to attain the objects
for which they have fought, the spoils
slaimed being only such as they are
egitimately entitled to as the result of
their military and naval successes, The
Russian plenipotentiaries, as soon as
the Japanese terms were in their hands,
ralled in the five expert delegates at-
tached to the misgion and spent the
whole afternoon in the consideration ofg
the terms,

That night the light aud-
denly stopped revolving, and its keep-
er ran to the lamp room, to find Coster
with an ax, about to destroy the lenses,
