mail.Baldwin Tells A heat It.

I New York, Sept. 20.—Evelyn B. Bald­
win, the meteorologist of the Peary ex­
pedition, 1893-'94, was interviewed to­
day by the Associated Press rcgardi-ig 
the latest pigeon despatch from Andree. 
Mr. Baldwin said: "This message indi­
cates that Andree has safely crossed 
the 150 miles or so of open water which 
extends from the north coast of Spits­
bergen to the beginning of the pack ice. 
When Andree wrote it he was sailing 
over the great frozen sea which reaches 
continuously to and beyond the North 
Pole. It is evident that the loss of the 
three guide ropes, which occurred on 
the day Andree started, had not pre­
vented him from guiding the balloon. 
Some expert aeronauts feared that this 
accident might bring speedy disaster. 
It is also evident that the unbelieving 
aeronauts who declared ithat the gas 
in the balloon would never stand the 
temperature of the pack ice were wrong. 
If the extreme cold caused any percep­
tible change in the gases such action 
xyould have taken place before Andree 
wrote this last message. And if the 
cold had done the work so much feared 
Andree would not have said: ‘All well.’

“It is significant to note that Andree 
was going eastward, the direction he 
intended to take. This is a straw which 
helps to verify his reported safe re­
appearance in Arctic Russia.

"The tenths of degrees given in his 
message proved that Andree was not 
only able from the balloon to ascertain 
his whereabouts, but did so with re­
markable accuracy.

“The first three days were looked 
upon as being the most perilous and 
important of the entire journey. An­
ri ree’s ability successfully to withstand 
the initial difficulties augurs better than 
the lay mind would imagino-for the cul­
mination of his daring project.”

Cartls Coaid Fight.
Friday afternoon a rehearsal was call­

ed, to which Mr. Curtis accompanied his 
wife. At the stage door they met Mr. 
Seabrooke. He demanded a further 
apology, and Mr. Curtis said he was 
sorry if he said anything that reflected 
on Mr. Seatrooke's character. He add­
ed, however, that any man who threat­
ened to send another to the hospital 
was a cur, and for thu/t he would stand. 
The remark stunned Seabrooke momen­
tarily, and when he recovered he reach­
ed for Mr. Curtis, landing on the jaw. 
Mr. Curtis came back in good shape, 
however, planting his right on the come­
dian's eye, somewhat damaging that 
member. Then, according tdevCurtis, 
something happened about which he 
knew nothing. He received a blow on 
the head, and then all • was blank. His 
wife, he said, told him Seabrooke hit 
him with the butt of a revolver. .What­
ever it was it left two big ga$es In 
his scalp, which he displayed to verify 
his statement. When he came to his 
senses, he says, he was lying out in the 
street His wife took him home in a 
cab, and since then she has not ap­
peared. These are the facts as given 
by Mr. Curtis. He has consulted a 
lawyer, and says he is going ito sue Mr. 
Seabrooke for assault.

When Mr. Seabrooke was asked for 
a statement of the fight the comedian 
innocently inquired: “What fight?”

“Your trouble with Mr. Curtis,” 
the reply.

“I've had no trouble with him.”
The reporter insisted, however, and 

the comedian finally said: “Oh, I guess 
you mean a little difference between the 
chorus men. old chap. Yes, there is 
some trouble, and I separated them.”

This did not satisfy the questioner, 
who informed the comedian that Mr.

London, Sept 20.—Considerable com­
ment has been caused in musical circles

assassinate Miss Ilda Orme, the well- 
known song writer, author of “A Les­
son in Kissing," which Louise Beaudet 
has recently sung in the United States. 
Miss Orme, who is said to be an Ameri­
can, according to the story told, was en­
tering her residence at 1 o’clock on 
Saturday morning last, when a man 
came up to her and asked fier assistance. 
Miss Orme says khe gave him a shil­
ling and that then, without a word of 
explanation, the man drew a revolver 
and fired at her, the ibuilet traversing 
her right breast and setting her blouse 
on fire. Miss Orme’s assailant fled and 
has not yet been arrested. The wound 
inflicted is not a dangerous one. Miss 
Orme says the man who fired at her 
was slim, dark and spoke with an 
American aeccent When questioned as 
to the motive for the seemingly mur­
derous assault, Miss Orme attributed it 
to a continuance of alleged persecutions 
to which, she says, she has been sub­
jected for ten years past at the bands 
of “a millionaire Boston lawyer.”
