British and American Troops to 
Capture the Chinese Arsenal 

at San Hal Tien.
Pekin, Sept. 15, via Taku, Sept. 19.—Ac­

tive military operations are about to be 
resumed with a view of ensuring coal and 
food supplies, opening the northern passes 
and restoring trade.

/British and American Plane.
General Chaffee and General Barrow, sec­

ond In command of the British troops, held 
a conference to-day and decided to despatch 
an Anglo-American column 3500 strong 
to San Hal Tien, under James H. WHson, 
capture the arsenal* there and disperse the 
Boxers.

Tbe column, which will leave to-morrow, 
will Include two battalions of the 9th U.S. 
Infantry, a detachment of the 14th U.S. In­
fantry, 500 British and four gun*.

At the conference it was decided to ask 
the Germans to send a column westward to 
disperse the Boxers and to restore normal 
conditions.
