Russian Minister Will Remain, as the Allied Powers Declined to Go—The Empress
Dowager Must Die, 8o the European Nations Have Decided—More Mission-
aries Killed in China—Peitang Forts Captured by the Allies With Heavy Losses.

London, Sept. 21, 4 a.m,—Such Pekin de-
spatches as appear this morning tend to
confirm the suspicions regarding t!:e atti-
tude of Russia already expressed by Dr.
Morrison, the correspondent of The Times
at the Chinese capital.

Russian Wants All to Withdraw,

The Dally News prints a telegram almost
Mentlcll‘ with the advices to The Dally Kx-
press from Pekin, but adding that In the
opinion of the correspondent the Russlans
only desire to induce the other powers to
withdraw.

Russia Will Remain if Others Do.

The Morning Post’s Pekin representative,
wiring Sept. 13, expresses the same opin-
fon. He declares that M. De Giers will not
go unless the other Ministers go also. The
Russian legation, he asserts, had preparea
to go, but reversed its determination, pend-
Ing further instructions. This delay, he
thinks, is due in all probability to the non-
departure of the other legations,

Rice for the Poor.

“Gen. Chaffee,”  continues this corre-
spondent, “has directed a distribution of
rice to the poor.

ALLIES ARE TO PROTECT L.

While He is en Route From Tien
Tsin to Pekin, So Ching
Says.

Yokohama, Sept. 20.—The Japanese War
Office has received the following from Gen.

Yamaguchi, dated Pekin, Sept. 16.:

“Prince Ching sent to Li Hung Chang this
telegram to await him at Tien Tsin:

“Recelved  your telegram. You will be
protected by the foreign powem. Therefore,
proceed to Pekin immediately.”

Berlin Denies U.S. Refuasal.

Berlin, Sept. 20.—An officlal of the Ger-
man Foreign Office to whom a representa-
tive of the Associated Press showed a Lon-
don despatch, which set forth that the
United States had refused to accede to the
propositions of Germany to postpone peace
negotiations with China until the officials
responsible for the outrages at Pekin are
delivered up to-the allies and punished, re-
plied that the Foreign Office has no such
information. He added that the London
despatch was probably Incorrect as on a
previous occasion when London reportea
that the United States had agreed to Rus-
sia’s preposition for the evacuation of
Pekin.,

IT WAS RUSSIA'S FIRST IDEA

——
To Punish  the “Leaders of the
t . Chinese Uprising—Then" Geg. =
many Took ‘it Up,

Washington, Sept. 20.—It now appears
that Russia first put forward the prbposl‘
tion for the punishment of the leaders of
the Chines¢ uprising, making it the first
item of a general program for conducting
the peace negotiations. The proposal seems
to have been concurred in by France and
some of the other powers, altho it did not
recelve su~h general concurrence as to
amount to an agreement. The German note

now takes up this first item of the Russian
program and makes it un indispensable pre-
requisite to any negotiations,

A CITY FOR FIVE LIVES.

General Doward Tells Why He Did
Not Destroy the ty of
Ching Hai. ,

London, Sept. 20.2The Secretary of State
for India has received the following de-
spatch from General Dorward, in command
of; the British troops at Tien Tsin, dated

Wednesday, Sept. 12:

“Occupled the headquarters of the Boxers
at Tel Liu, 25 miles from Tien Tsin, Sept.
10. The enemy fled to Sheng Fang. Tel Liu
was destroyed, but the large nelghboring
city, Ching Hal, was spared on condition
that Mr. Green, a missiopary, and two
ladies and two children, who were known
to be in hiding at Hsi Nan Hslen, would
be brought in safety to Tien Tsin. The
mandarin accepted the conditions.

“Sheng Fang, 30 miles distant, s the last
of the Boxers’' strongholds near Tien Tsin.””

BRITAIN'S SECRET KNOWLEDGE

Was That if the Allies Retired the
Boxers Would Take Hold
in Pekin.

London, Sept. 20.—It was explained (o-
day at the British Foreign Office that *‘it
was found inexpedient for the powers to
accept the Russlan withdrawal proposals,’
as they had reliable information that *‘the
Boxers were ready to re-occupy Pekin 4s
soon as the allies retired.”

WILL WINTER IN PEKIN.

The Indications Now Are That Ten
Thousand Troops Will Be
Left There.

Pekin, Sept. 14, via Shanghal, Sept. 19,—
The indications are that ten thousand of
the allies will winter at Pekin. The Ger-
man force will' be the largest. Some of
the troops will probably be distributed I
the surrounding citles to relieve the strain,
The Japanese will withdraw the most or
their force to Nagasaki. The Russlans will

retain at least two thousand here,

A joint expedition to Paoting has been
planved by the British, the German ana
the French forces. The Dowager Empress
has @xpressed her willingness to return to
_l'v-kiu if guaranteed protection, The gen-
erals In command anqg the Ministerg of the
powers are unwilling to assume such a re-
sponsibility.

A number of smal] bands of Boxers have
been reported in the neighborhood recemtly.

THE SITUATION SIZED UP.

Diplomatic Points Befbre the Gov-
ernment of the U.S, Regarding
the Chinese Embroglio.
Washington, Sept. 20.—1he status of the
Chinese situation at the close of the day,
according to a high authority, 1s ag fol

lows :

‘“There are now before the Departmens
of State a number of notes awaiting
answer. They include the German note
concerning the surrender of Chinese rino-
leaders; the original Russian proposttion
for the withdrawal of troops from Pekin,
which has not yet been acted upon as a
finality; & memorandum from the Kussian

Government asking as to the purposes of

the United States Government, and a re-
quest by Prince Ching that instructions be
sent to Minister Conger to proceed witn
peace negotlations at once. In addition
there is a verbal inquiry from the Krencn
Government as to the program of the
United States,
tions have accumulated slowly, and an un-
derstanding has now been reached by the
administration that there shall be a gen-
eral clearance of the subject. . ‘I'his may
be expected either late to-morrow or early
the following day. It will clearly enunci-
ate the program of the United States on
the various questions presented.

There will be separate motes according
to the .character of the communications aa-
dressed to this Government; that 18 the
recent German note will be answered by
a note, and the memorandum of Inquiry
from Russia will be answered by a memor-
andum, while the French verbal inquiry
will recelve a verbal response.

“Ag to the contents of these several com
munications the authoriftes are not willing
to give any positive Intimations, tho, as
far as the German mnote is concerned, the
belief is almost general here that the re
sponses of the Unitled States Governmen:
will amount to a dechnation to make th:
surrender of the offending Chinese a con-
dition precedent to negotiations of any
kind. Concerning the Russian proposition
for withdrawal, it is stated officially that
it stands to-day the same as first present
ed, there having been no modification
whatever on the part of Russia up to tnc
present time,”

SIR CLAUDE WILL MOVE

The Arrangement for His Transfer
to Tokio Was Made in
April Last,

London, Sept. 20.—The Korelgn Offie,
here to-day confirmed the statement that
Sir Claude MacDonald, the British Min.
ister at Pekin, was to be transterred t.
Tokio, and that Sir E. M. Batow, the Brit
ish Minister at Toklo, was to succeed Mac
Donald at Pekin, and sald the arrangc
ment had been made In April last on ac
count of MacDonald's health, but had been

“deferred owing to the Pekin trouble.”

TWO VICEROYS APPOINTED ..

Wishington, Sept. 20.—Minister Wu has
not jecelved the edict reported from Shang-
hal, appointing the Viceroys of Nankin
and Wu Chang as part of the Chinese Peanc
Commission. But, in view of the despatch
recelved from the Viceroys to-day, the Min-
ister s little doubt they will serve on the
commission. Héysays that It will not be
necessary for them to leave thelr Jresent
posts to go to Pekin, as Viceroyalties are of
too much importance to permit of thelr de-
parture. They will communicate by tele.
graph and the concurrence will be secared
in all settlements and their signatures glv-
en to the final peace agreement,

Mr. Wu says he Is at a loss to acconnt
for the published report that his colleague,
the Chinese Minister at London, denied that
Yung Lu has been appointed with Ii Huag
Chang and Prince Ching as peace enrvoys.
Mr. Wu says there can be no doubt about
the matter as he has recelved the Imperial
edict appointing Yung vLu.

TO ENSURE FOUD AND COAL.

British and American Troops to
Capture the Chinese Arsenal
at San Hal Tien,

Pekin, Sept. 15, via Taku, Sept. 19.—Ac-
tive military operations are about to, be
resumed with a view of ensuring coal and
food supplies, opening the northern passes
and restoring trade.

/British and American Plans.

General Chaffee and General Barrow, sec-
ond in command of the British troops, held
a conference to-day and decided to despatch
an Anglo-American column 3500 strong
to San ‘Hal Tien, under James H. Wilson,
capture the arsenal there and disperse the
Boxers.

The column, which will leave to-morrow,
will include two battalions of the 8th U.S.
Infantry, a detachment of the 14th U.S, In-

fantry, 500 British and four guns,
At the conference it was decided to ask

the Germans to send a column westward to
disperse the Boxers and to restore normal
conditions,

The Japanese and French are operating to
the northeast of Pekin.

Sale of Loot,

The sa'e of loot belonging to the Ameri-
cans has begun. General Chaffee at first
proposed to burn it, but finally decided that
it would be better to feed the huugry
Chinese.

RUSSIAN BARBARITY.

Chinese Were ' Massacred Until the
River Bank Was Strewn With
Corpses for Miles.

London, Sept, 21.—‘‘Authentlc accounts
have been received here,’”' says the Mos-
cow correspondent of The Standard, ‘‘of a
horrible massacre at Blagovestchensk,
which was undoubtedly carried out under
direct orders from the Russian authorities,
and which then let loose the tide of

slaughter thru Amur.

Echo. He described the editor as a very un-
sophisticatéd-'young man. [Laughter.] The
Echo wanted“to know why Sir Charles was
being supported by both The Star and Le
Journal of Montreal. Sir Charles emphati-
cally declared that no newspaper in Canada
was_under his control. In that regard he
was different from the members of the Gov-
ernment, who had subsidized the Liberal
press. Sir Charles referred The Echo te
Sir Wilfrid, 'who, in 1896, took the pogition
that Manitoba should not be coerced. In-
cidentally, Sir Charles said that the schiol
question came into politics owing to a con-
spiracy on the part of the Liberal Govera-
ment in Manitoba and the Liberal party
in Canada, and that it should never have
been brought in.
