URQUHART IN BROCKTON,

Largely Attended Meeting of Rate-
payers Hear Alderman's Appenl,

_ Ald. Urquhart was grected with enthusi-
astjc appiausc, At the outset he express-
ed pis graotcation at seeing such a arge
gathering presen., and then went on to
speak orf nis steadrast deyotion to the
transaction of civic business while in the
Counejl. As far as his three opponents
were concerned, corporations could sit ¢im-
plicently on the tence and ejaculate as
they marched by, "All coons Jook aiike {o
me, In ocher words, they were “three
of a kind.” [Laughter.} As one paper
hal said, Mr. Howiand was practicaly
aseep during the past two years. Because
of his policy of deiay no progress had been
nwade towards a settiement or the Gas Com-
pauny case. In regard to Ald. Lamb, it
wias a well known tact that every vote
cast by him at the Council was in faver
of monopolisiic companies as against the in-
terests of the people. One of ‘the little
things he woulkl take credit for was to
balk Ald. Lamb's little scheme to make a
ditt’ of a bridge on Parliament-street to
the Gas Company. He would say o all
the citizens of Toronto that the works was
the worst administered department in the
city, and if elected he would take steps
to reorganize the deparment on a business
basis, Ald. Lamb was running the de-
partment instead of the City Engineer.
This eity ought to have an asphalt plant
of its own, so as to get rid of the horde
of pavement con.ractors hanging around
the City Hall and tapping the treasury.

Electric Railway Matters.

Contipuing, Ald. Urcuhart gave an ac-
count of the condition of things that would
oitmn §f the city controlled rhe electrie
railway. 1t would mean that we would
have a three-cent rate and mike a profit
besides. Seme said the city could not
manage :20}\ business profitably, but he
wounid soofier have the system run under
‘he management of persons they could dis-
migs withinsone year than allow the fran-
chise to be in the hands of a body of
tyrants.

Withont- belng boastful. he teok credit
for reforming the affijrs of the Industrial
Faxposition, so that the city had a hand in
the management. In this connection, he
thought the time was ripe for
the holding of a Dominfon Expo-
sition in Teronto. While in faver of the
censtruction’ of a trunk sewar he did not
think the time was appropriate to bnild it
pow. If it were undertaken now it wonjd
mean the importation of much unskilled
lahor and in the evemt of hard times com-
ing over ug many of our own people wonld
be out of empleyment. We should walt
until things were not ®o prosporois as
now to undertake this work. so that our
own laborers could be employed on it.

If the electors desired wide awake muni-
cipal government: if they desired muuicipal
ow nershin, additional lines of street rail-
way, and a reform in civic admin'straticn
they shonld depend npon him to meet their
views in this respe-t.

GRAIN ELEVATOR BURNED.

Baltimare, Md,, Dec. 31.—Central Rail-
road grain elevator No. 3 was totally gde-
siroyed by fire to-night. Three fofeign
steamers, the Alexander, German: Polano,
British, and Pydn, British, which were tied
up alongside taking in cargoes, were slight-
ly damaged before they could be towed to
gafe harhor, The elevator had a capacity
of 1,000.000 bushels, and is sald to have
been half full of grain. No estimate of
the monetary loss can be given to-night,
but it is thought it will reach half a mil-
ljon.
