AUTOMOBILISTS, BEWARE.

—
Zealous Country Cops’ll Get You If
You Don’t Watch Out.

The Provincial Secretary is address-
ing a letter to the Mayors of the cities
and towns, and the heads of other
municipalities, thruout the province, in
regard to the new automobile law,
seeking their co-operation in carrying
out the provisions of the act, and
calling attention to the necessity for
the owners of automobiles registering,
and the displaying on the back of each
veliicle the registration number; the
proper equipment with means of giv-
ing warning of approach; the speed
at which they may be driven, the care
which must be exercised by motorists
to avoid frightening horses, and to
the other provisions of the act. The
motive of the bill is to protect the
public against the improper driving
of motor vehicles, and at the same
time to clearly define the rights of
automobilists, and the department is
prepared to furnish booklets containing
the act to each member of the police
force of the municipality. :

The request is made that the police

be instructed to see that all motor
vehicles operated on the streets of
the city are properly licensed, and

that the registration number is exhi-
bited on the back of such vehicles in
accordance with the act. Only 109
licenses have so far been issued in
the province, tho it is estimated that
twice as many are in operation.
