!  Altho it has been known from the
time of Cassinl’s astronomica re-
eearches, in 1078,
| which seem to the naked eye single
are in reality two or more blazing suns,
the number of such binary worlds re-
volving in the depths of space was lit~
tle dreamed of until the modern tele~
scope became an instrument of preci~
sion and power: The true double star
| consists of two ecomponents, geparated
{ by go small a distance that their mu-~
tual attraction is powerful enough to
constantly affect each other’s motlon.
,Dlﬂ'erenﬂating those stars which are
| only optically double from those which
| are actually olose and interdependent,
|,the number of the latter, as recoried
| in our times, has rapidly increased.

Mr. Burnham, formerly of Chicago,
tho at first an amateur astronomer,
discovered 1000 of these doubles, and
the new additions to the list of those
previously known has been in recent
wears rapldly augmented. While many
of these doubles appear, even in our
iz telescopes to be small objects, their
interest is greatly enhanced by the
«nown fact that many of them are
gigantic orbs, rivalling in size and
gplendor our own sun.

Routine to Be Followed,

The result of the conference will be
submitted to the directors of the road
to-morrow for finalt action. The de-
cision of the Board of Directors will
then be sent to Mayor Harrison 2nd
the Aldermanic Committee, who will
i submit it to the executive board of the
strikers’ union,

After the conference between Col.
Bliss and Mr. Darrow it was learned
that the company had made two pro-
posals to the union, as follows:

Company’s Claims,

First, that the company shall have
the right to discipline and discharge
its employes as it shall choose, but this
shall not be construed to mean any
digerimination is made against union
men or non-unfon men.

Second, that the company shall
formilate the methods by which griev-
ances of its empioyes shall be ad-
justed in the future.

Mr. Darrow submitted the company’s
proposal to the union, after which he
said that the strikers had accepted the
proposals of the company with imma-
terfal modifications.

In their turn the men submitted a
proposal on the routing of cars. This
is the matter that will come before the
Board of Directors of the company to~

Record Coal Output,

London, Nov. 20.~The value of the
minerals produced at the mines and
quarries of the UniteZ XKingdom in
19002 was £107,134,854, a decrease of
eight millions compared with the pre=

ceding year, owing to the reduced
prices paid for coal.

The total output of coal was 227,-
005,042 tons, which s the largest on
record, exceeding by 1913,742 the
produced in 1809. Of {iLis
quantity we consumed 166,694,908 tons
at home, or nearly four tons per head
of the population, Our principal cus-
tomers for coal and other fuel were
France, 7,600,111 tons; Italy, 5991,-
910 tons; and Germany, 5,835,644 tons.
The total output of irom ore for the
year is valued at £3,288,101, but we
imported nearly six and a half million
tons, mostly from Spain, worth about
five millions sterling.

: FREER TRADE WITH CANADA.

Canada is not only our third best
customer, but, in proportion to popu~
lation, our very best. In the fscal
year ending with June 30, Canada
bought from this country merchan~
dise to the value of $126,000,000. That
makes an average of more than $25 for
every man, woman and child in British
North America. In the same period
the purchases of the United Kingdom,
our largest customer, amounted to
only about $12.50 per capita, This was
deppite Canadian preference of 38 »3
per cent. to British imports, and de-
spite tariff obstacles which kept Can-
ada’s sale to the United States down
to about one~third of the value of
goods bought from us.

There is a growing sentiment along
our northern border that this Canadian
market s worth more consideration
from American law-makers. It is
argued that a good customer should be
treated with coneilietion and friendli-
ness, not in a gpirit of contempt or of
hostility., That Is the rule in private
business, Why should it not be In
national business? ask the merchants
and manufacturers _ of the National
Reciprocity League,” whose membership
extends from Maine to St. Paul. In
18908, when the Joint High Commis-
gion of British-Canadian and American
representatives met at Montreal, the
first question on its list was trade re-
ciprocity; while the obstacle which
prevented an agreement was the
Alaska boundary, now settled.

Our tariff against Canada is illogi-
cal in many ways. Canada is now a
great .wheat-producing country. ‘Foi
lJowing the 'natural courze of trade,
Canadian wheat should come to the
American mills at Minneapolis and
other cities to be ground. It is turned
back by a tariff of twenty-filve cents a
bushel., The duty doeg not affeet the
price of American wheat. That is fix-
ed in Liverpool. Canadian lumber
comes in under a high duty, which
raises the price to American home
builders. On the other hand, American
manufacturers are being forced to build |
branch plants in Canada because of the
tariff barriers.

New England already has the bene-|
fit of free coal from Canada, altho the!
law removing the duty iso nly tempor-|
ary. But what reciprocity especially|
means for New Emngland is a greatly |
enlarged market, close at hand, for|
her immense -manufactures of boots|
and shoes, cotton and woollen goods, |
and ether products of her ever=busy |
factories.—Collier's Weekly. |
