Most of the trav­
el is between Toronto and Cobalt, altho I was glad to hear that 
the demand for travel north of Eqglehart is rapidly improving, 
and that this portion of the line will soon be a paying proposition.

As to the service between Toronto and Cobalt, the general 
opinion Is that it could be improved as regards speed. The dis­
tance from Toronto to North Bay is 227 miles, and from North 
Bay to Cobalt .103 miles, or 330 miles in all.

ST. PAUL, Minn., Aug. 9.—(Special.) 
—The enormous power, estimated at 
1500 electrical horse-power, which may­
be developed at the second Upper Mis­
sissippi lock and dam, now under con­
struction at Saint Paul's corporate 
limits, will be utilized for commercial 
and probably municipal purposes, as a 
result of the exhaustive examination 
Just completed by Major C. S. Riche, in 
charge of river improvement, and other 
engineers, members of a government 
■board.

Whethei the power will be utilized In 
a purely commercial way or whether 
It will be taken by the two adjacent 
cities has not yet been determined, but 
It Is probable that Saint Paul, owning 
all the riparian rights at one end of the 
dam, and Minneapolis owning the same 
rights at the opposite end, will be the 
controlling factors determining who will 
benefit from the power.

The government proposes that the 
cities build a power plant and use the 
water in consideration of their raising 
the locks and dam to a suitable height 
above the present level. This work will 
cost *250,000. )

Action has been taken by both cities 
and they will unite in requesting the 
legislature to pass a bill permitting 
them to Incur the expense proposed by 
the government, build a plant and be­
come owners of the power.

The energy developed will be suffi­
cient to light public buildings and parks 
in both cities, and will introduce in 
both cities a competitive factor in mu­
nicipal lighting and power contracts.

PHONE AND TELEGRAPH RATES.
Now take the question of telephones and telegraphs: why
