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the people; establishing a marriage law e-
qaal to all denominations of christians j—and
an administration which, as it would have to
depend on the people, would necessarily strive
to obtain their esteem. by turning its hack
upon oficinl slanderers, rewarding honesty,
merit and ability, punishing the guilty aud
protecting the inuoceut, promoting picty and
virtae by precept and example, and doing
awny the Lcnr! burnings that exist among
the people, who see clearly, that as things
are now ordered, the only road to promotion
fs that of servility and meanness, and that
before a man can be esteemed worthy of pro-
* motion by the rulers of the people, he must
besome: deservedly unpopular among his
neighbours—then, but not till then, is he a
dutiful and loyal subject, ofthe genuine stamp
wn lrather of the few who assume power
without right—yea, a brother, worthy of all
acceptation!

‘UPPER CANADA TAXES& REVENUFS.

We went into a full explanation on this head
Jast vear. The taxes beiu% chiefly indireet,
are far greater in amount than people in ge-
peral are aware of. The Post Office isa tax
of several thousand pounds yearly ; the East
Tudi» Company’s monnpoly is a tax of several
thousands of pounds paid to that Company ; the
employment at high salarics of persons hav-

ing no intention to reimain long among us is a
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grievous tax; there are nleo nscessed faxes
about $30,000yearly patdto district tr(-:usureru'
and expended by the justices; and duties m:
taxes on still and tavern and shop licences
and on imported goods of nearly every S0rt—~
halfa dollar on every barrel of salt, to pay
the war losses ; soamuch of a tax on imported
spirituous liguors, wines, sugar, cofiee, molas.
ses, iron, iron ware, horses, crockery ware,
glass and glassware, tobacco, snuff, c:ls?ilxgs'
soap, drugs, oils, paints, cloths and all sorts of
dry goods, hooks, paper, &e. &e.; alen a tax
on dogs in towns ; ataxon wild land%; atay
in shape of high official fees for what could be
done far cheaper; the pedl.r’s tax; the tax
on auctioneers; tax on physicians and sur
geons' licences; police town fax; ussessed
taxes on dwellmg-houses, shops, stores, saw,
mills, grist mills, oxen, cows, storehouses
horses, pleasure carringes, &e.; tax on mnr:
rying b licence; tax on Quakers, Menonists
and Tunkards. These, with militia fines, ex.
cessive costs in civil suits, Fines, Forfeitures
aud Ferries generally, ccown reserves, clerpy
reserves, absentee proprietors, and the legise
lative couneil as now eonstituted, amount toa
good round sum yearly. Then from the re.
venues of the colony are paid, pensions enor.
mous, high salaries to official functionaries o
various kinds. salaries to the church of Eng-
land clergy, besides 1-7th of the lands ; s.'\l;?-
ries to the bhishop and clergy of the church o
Rome, salaries to the church of Scotland min.
isters, and all these chiefly without the inter.
ference or control of the people or their re-
presentatives, who are very seldom informed
how much revenue has been collacted, orto
what purpose one half of it _has been applied.
In addition to the faxes above mentioned, our
consumption of an immense quantity of Eng.
lish manufactures, is an indirect tax of great
value paid to the British government, while
the ecarrying trade being in the hands of Eng.
lish merchants, enriches the nation. Canada
Whent and Flour are allowed to be imported
into Great Britain at a lower rate of duty
than from other countries, to enable the Ca-
nadians to pay for the Pritish goods sent hi-

ther,
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Keep cut o° debt to the merchants—rather
deny yourselves some luxary you bave been
accnstomed to, than allow your nawe to goin
the store books; for debt begets lJawsuits, and
Jawsnits are the highroad to poverty and de-
gradation.

Strive nhove all things to give your children
a virtuous education—sct a good example be
fore their eyes, at your own fireside--and
strive to implant in the bosoms of your sons
that manly spirit of honest independence
which would induce them through life to seek
the welfare of their country, and the happi-
ness of their fellow creatures, above worlJIy
Lonours and advantage to themselves.

I caution you against placing too much con
fidence in Buoks. Keep out of debt to them.
Give apreference to gold and silver instead off
bhank paper, wherever and whenever itmay
be in your power. Be very cautious about
chartering banks, and if you do charter them,
let their capital be moderate, proportioned 0
the estimated wauts ofthe sections of the coun-
tryin which they are located. Avoid giving
an exelysive monopoly to one banking inste
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
