The class system. Colonel Burland ex-

stages of the disease, because the t‘lflssgﬂ
could not provide homes for the patients
such as advanceed cases would require.
The chief factors of a sticcessiul class were
explained to be as follows: !

(1) Patients who are willing and anxious
to be cured. and who will obey, implicitly,
the instructions of the class doctor or
nurse; and such home conditions: as may
be utilized or modified to meet the require-
ments of the treatment. : :

(9) A doetor who is ‘willing to give suf-
ficient time to thé work. ;

(3) A sympathetic and capable h'gx_ned
nurse; or, in some cases, a {riendly ‘vmtor.

(4) The funds ncceggary to provide the
salary of the nurse; milk, chairs, rugs, as-
sistance towards rent or in otlmr_\vays. as
may 'be nécessary where the patient can-
not afford to provide them.

(5) Class. books, charts and forms.

The treatment consists in keeping the
members at rest in a recumbent position
without work of any kind, even without
veading when high temperature exists; pro-
viding good nourishment aml plenty of
fresh air; living on galleries or in tents,
as. much as possible. Charts are provided
for recording temperature, weight and
number of hours in the open air daily.

Colonel Burland added that he had re-
quested Dr. Harding, of the Tuberculosis
League, to sclect a number of cases, suit-
able for a class, and the Vietorian Order
had arranged for the services of a’nurse,
The first class started on
Christmas eve with five members; there
were now six patients in the class, and
