When capital has accumulated in any
coun.ry, it gives rise to the trade or business of
money-lending. Other persons, besides bankers,
who have money, make profit, not by going into|
|lrade themselves, but by lending it to those who
|are in trade. The Carthiagenians are said to have
introduced one branch of this business—that of
{lending money on bottomry ; that is, upon the
{security of shipping. A person who had a ship,
and wanted money to purchase a cargo, might
borrow from one of these monvy-lenders, upon the
security of the bottom of the ship; when the ship
returned the money was repaid. The lender had
no interest in the cargo; but the ship was pledged
to him whether the adverture were successful or
not. This kind of business is carried on in the
present day. A ship may be mortgaged like an
estate, and the sumn advanced is entered on the
registry.— Hunl's Merchants’ Magazine.
