He received four bullet wounds in the leg and four shell wounds in the body 
but walked two miles, bleeding profusely, to the nearest dressing station.

One of the officers attached to the same unit, writing home, says Harmon dis­
played grit that was truly remarkable. Though there is the fear of blood pois­
oning, friends will be glad to hear that strong hopes are being held out for the 
young man’s recovery.
