New French China /I believe there is now a great chance 
for St. John to pull up. Industries are 
needed and if In their selection they 
were considered from standpoint of ex­
port markets they must succeed. That 
St. John should not try to manufacture 
much product to be shipped west of 
the Quebec boundary is my personal 
opinion but instead seek the manufac­
ture of product>that can 
wharves and then carried cheaply in 
steamships to many countries. For in­
stance export of canned fish from this 
coast of the Pacific runs into millions 
and the fish is really Inferior to that 
of our home coast because It comes 
out of waters that are too warm. I 
refer to packing plants located in 
south California.

If you should ever be active In dis­
cussing new industries I would sug­
gest that you become familiar with 
future possibilities and establishment 
of plants for producing newsprint 
paper. U. S. A. must have vast quan­
tities of Canada’s pulpwood. If It 
cannot get pulpwood it must have 
paper and in a few years the big com­
panies, such as International Pulp and 
Paper Company must build plants in 
Canada. Why does not St. John get 
these?

Quebec’s provincial laws on pulp­
wood, like their liquor law, are framed 
to produce revenue, that is they pro­
hibit export of pulpwood from crown 
lands. The reseult is two thriving and 
hustling paper sites—Shawinigan Falls 
and Three Rivers. St. John people 
should visit those places, and while in 
Quebec get figures on their recent re­
patriation campaign.
