“Then there is the libaility of a valu-
able .dog contracting  disease; it would
be a very effective way of spreading the
diseases that are prevalent among the
animals.

“With regard to the matter of having
all dogs under leash; I think that some
discretion might be used in the framing
of this section of the law. For instance,
there are some dogs which will not go
under leash and there are also s dogs
‘which do not require restraint while be-
ing taken about the streets. My ided" of
this part of the law is that the matter
should be left to the common sense of
the owner, and he should be made re-
sponsible for the actions of his dog. If a
man knows that his 'dog will follow him
about withont dering and doing dam-
age, he should be allowed to assume the
responsibility, and if the dog should ‘do
any damage he should be/called upon
to pay a heavy fine and then be com-
pelled to keep the dog nunder leash. Thia
