A Mexican Bnll-Flght.
Denver, Col., Dec. 7.—A special from 

El Paso, Texas, to the St. Louis Republi­
can says:—The bull-fights this afternoon 
at Juarez, Mexico, were viewed by an 
immense crowd. They were brutal and 
fierce in every respect, and one horse 
ridden by a fighter was horned three 
times, tearing the left foreleg almost from 
the body. The bulls were vicious, and 
kept the crowd at a fever of excitement. 
During the afternoon the last bull was 
sabred and dragged from the arena dead. 
While the soldiers were absent from the 
post attending the fight the convict sol­
diers revolted at the barracks, killing 
the sergeant of the guards, a corporal 
and a private. The murderers, eight- 
teen in number, broke from the bar­
racks and escaped to the mountains. 
They were followed by the soldiers, three 
overtaken and shot to death, and four 
captured and returned to the post. 
They are ordered to be shot at sunrise 
to-morrow.”
