the letter were the medals, aud as Sergt. 
Weyman, winner of the silver one, was 
present, it was handed to him by Presi­
dent Perley, as well as His Excellency's 
congratulations, which had l>een forward­
ed in the shape of a letter. The eecond 
medal, won by Private Kinuear, was 
given to the secretary for delivery. The 
annual review of last year’s operations 
shows a marked falling off in the number 
of nmrksmen. Last year the number of 
competitors was 104, while this year t^e 
number has decreased to 84. The report 
then went ou to a consideration of the 
targets, and the prizes offered at the com­
petition during the year. It also dwelt 
quite lengthily upon the success of our 
muksinen at Wimbledon, the receipts 
and expenditures of the past year ; and 
the question of the range was also alluded 
to.

At fifteen years of 
age young Brydges began life as clerk in a 
merchant's office, and one year later secur­
ed an appointment to a junior clerkship, 
in the office of the London and South- 
Western Railway Company. During the
