Mackenzie in connection with things
thousands of miles away, but they never
came near home with their charges, and
up there he supposed, they pointed to
frauds in New Brunswick, to deceive the
people. If their charges were true why
did they not demand a Parliamentary
Committee to investigate them? But they
dared not do so. They say it would be
no use to ask for a committee, becanse it
would be composed of Mackenzie’s friends,
but Mr. Mackenzie had said he would
allow themn to nominate every man on the
Committee if they had the courage to for-
mulate their charges. [Cheers].
PERKINS AND CO.

Now he would refer to the matter of
the Newcastle Round House. It was ad-
vertised for tender, and some person offer-
ed to build it for $7,887, but Sir John’s
Government did not accept the lowest ten-
der, but gave it to Perkins & Co., for $16,-
947. There was $9,000 of the public
money gone in a single item. [Cheers.]
When he (Mr. Snowball) had said he knew
who Perkins was, but did not know who
the ““Co.” was, Mr. Mitchell complained
of another *‘ vile slander.” [Cheers.]

CUSTOM HOUSE, NEWCASTLE.

Then, there was a Custom House wanted
for Newcastle. Here was an opportunity
for Mr. Mitchell to have got them some-
thing pretty and ornamental, but what
was the case? The unfortunate Commercial
Bank, of which he was a shareholder, had
failed. This Bank had a property for sale,
they were anxious to close up the business,
and offered the building to the Dominion
Government for £400, or $1,600. It was
declined. A few days afterwards Mr. Tuck
of “St. John, a friend of Mr. Mitchell’s,
applied to them for the building and they
sold it to him. He gave nothing more
than $1,600. Within a few days a
transfer of this piece of property was made
from Mr. Tuck to the Dominion Gov’t for
$4,000. They would not pay him (Mr.
Snowball) and his associates $1,600 for it,
but they buy it from Mr. Tuck for $4,000,
and he also ¢l $60 for drawing the
papers, which they paid. (Cheers.)

CUSTOM HOUSE, CHATHAM.

If Mr. Muirhead was not their Chairman
he would tell how they bonght a
Chatham y from him for $10,000,
which was not worth near that sum. They
appropriated $10,000 for a Custom House
in Chatham. It was a big sum and suffi-
cient to put up a big building, and if Mr.
Mitchell, as ““a friend of the working
man,” had raised up a wooden building 1t
would have given employment to a great
number of carpenters during the winter,
and if they had built it of stone it would
have done the same for the masons and
would have been a credit to the place.
But this man, who was such a ““friend of
the working man ” goes and buys this old

ile of stone and mortar [cheers] for

10,000, and afterwards his Government
pays some $3,000 for making it what it
was to-day. The walls were cracking and
he doubted if it would stand two years
longer. (Cheers.) Of course no blame
was to be attached to Mr, Muirhead for
selling hi: property well,

MORE, PROPERTY BOUGHT.

Then, they wanted a Quarantine Hospi-
tal. It would never do to put it on land
they had for nothing, so they had to
buy land and they bought Middle Island,
which was 30 near Chatham that if Yer'
sons with an infectious disease were plac:
ed there the town would be in arms. He
(Mr. Snowball) was the auctioneer of that
land s short time before this when Mr.
Muirhead bid for it and he had had the
hardest work to get him up to $240,
(laughter) and then he turns round and
sells it to his hon. friend, Mr. Mis-
chell, the man who had stuck to him all
his life, for $1,100! (Great cheering.)
PICTURES OF BEAUTY.

He would make a casual remark here.
He (Mr. Snowhall) had seen a bill in
which the Portraits of the old Ministry
were charged for, and Mr. Mitchell had
got his portrait tuken at the expense of
the Dominion, the affair costing some
$1,200. They said it was for Emigration

urpose, (laughter.) Well his friend
Mr. Mitchell, was a good looking
man and he dared say his portrait
had brought a lot of emigrants to
this country. (Laughter and cheers.)

NO WONDER AT EXPENSE.
This was only of a piece with the expendi-
ture which was going on in those times.
If those things were then going on within
5 miles of us, what must be the corruption
over the whole Dominion, which extended
3,000 across the continent? They must
suppose these transactions went on all over
it, and how long was the Dominion to
stand it? It was no wonder the expendi-
ture increased $10,000,000 in six years,
and if Mr. Mitchell and his associates had
been allowed to remain in power we should
be irretrievably ruined, and have had to
repudiate and became bankrupt ! [Cheers. ]
SEVEN YEARS OF DO-NOTHINGISM.

Mr. Mitchell had told them about the
prosperity under his administration, but
what was the reason of the depression they
were labouring under now ; was it not the
depression in the timber trade ? And Mr.
Mitchell wanted the Dominion Govern-
ment te alleviate it. But how was that to
be done ? Did he want the Government to
build another Intercolonial Railway ? He
had talked of the expenditure under the
late and present Administration; he (Mr.
Snowball) would admit that there had been
a large amount of expenditure, but where
did that expenditure go? It went not
into the ets of the working man but
of the rich. [Applause.] Outside of the
Intercolonial Rmeay, which was not Mr.
Mitchell’s work and which we would have
had if he had never been born,and outside
of the expenditures he (Mr. S.) had enu
merated and which benefited hisrich friends,
he challenged him to point to an{thing he
had done for the County. Th;ly ound the
answer came soon enough. r. Mitchell
said he had been in Opposition and would
not ask the Government for anything. But
was that what he was elected for? Did
they elect him to sacrifice their interests
for the sake of his own personal feelings?
[Cheers.] He would dare Mr. Mitchell to
shew them one item of Dominion money
spent in this County during the seven years
he had been their representative in the
Commons, outside of the sums he had
named, and of those seven years, for two
years he had been a supporter of the Gov-
ernment and the head of a department.
[Cheers.] And yet he talked about the
prosperity which reigned under him, and
the adversity under the present Adminis-
tration. Was that the feeling of the in-
telligence of this community ? He thought
not. ([Cries of, No, and cheers. ]

BUYING STEEL RAILS AND LIGHTSHIP.

‘While he was referring to these matters
he would s of the Steel Rails which
Mr. Mitchell had forgotten to mention
lately. The present administration want-
ed about 50,000 tovs of these Rails.
Steel Rails had been £15.15/ a ton, but
they had fallen. We were emharked in
great Railway enterprises, and were the
Jargest buyers of Steel Rails in the world.
They had gone down from £15.15/ to $10
a ton, or about 2¢ Eer . pound. Ml:.
Fleming the Dominion nsmeer laid this
before Mr. Mackenzie, and told him steel
had got to the lowest price and advised
bim to buy. Mr. Mackenzie accordingly
advertised for tenders for Steel Rails.
He gave 9 days notice which was subse-
quently extended to 6 weeks, :n_\d tqnderﬁ
were put in and accepted, at (im.cel in the
vicinity of $54.60 per ton, delivered in
Montreal, freight paid, making £10 the
first cost of the Rails and $4.60 freight
and Commission, to put them down in
Montreal. Now, immediately after these
Rails were bought, even Dr. Tupper said
the price was extremely low, but he
blamed the Government for buying them
saying they wonld rust. People acquaint-
ed with such matt:rs, however,knew very
well steel rails did not depreciate to any

reat extent throngh rust. He would

efy any man in that room to have pre-
dicted that the price of steel would have
fallen below 2c und. When the
Government of which Mr. Mitchell was a
member wanted rails they sent an order
to England for them, and they gave it not
to a manufacturer,but to John Haws the

brother-in-law and also partner of Mr.

from Ottawa put a value on the land, | Mitchell for so many years in Miramichi.

Well, he gets the order ; it had been said

it was the present administ®tion did it,
but it was no such thing. The order went
through Lewis Carvell, another brother-
in-law of Mr. Mitchell’s,and Manager of the
Intercolonial Railway.
