They told 
others, and a large amount of money was 
raised and placed upon him. When Han­
lan arrived at the lake he is said to have 
been much alarmed at finding so much 
money upon the race, and, fearing that if 
he lost he would swamp his friends and 
that exposure would follow, backed out 
of his previous agreement, and told 
Courtney that he would not give him the 
race. Courtney, it is alleged knew that he 
could not win,and, seeing that if he rowed 
he would rain every friend he had left in 
the world, he took the only way left out 
of the difficulty and sawed both of his 
boats in two. The interview is crammed 
full of facts, and the statements are sûch 
that it will be a hard matter to refute 
them. Perhaps they would not be pub­
lished now but for the recent angry meet­
ing between Courtney and Hanlan.
