Cleveland-Folson.

The papers are full of accounts of the
marringe at Washington, the principal
facts of which huve already been given to
the public. One Washington despatch
says :—

The bride was beautiful, as all brides
are in the r wedding robes, and hers was
the last supreme effort of the Parisian
eostumer whom she consulted. It was
modelled in some degree after the wedding
dre:s of Princess Amelie, daughter of the
Comte de Parie, recently wedded to the
Prince of Portugal. = 1t was of the richest
and heaviest ivory white satin, thick and
soft. The bodice was high, with rquare
neck and elbow sleeves, and the long court
train, five yards in length, was fastened
to the lower edge of the hodice at the
back, and swept away in heavy, unbroken
folds. The train was rounded simply,
turned at the edge and fuced with a deep
balaycuse of muslin and valenciennes,
The petticoat front was bordered wich a
ruche of orange blossoms and crossed with
a round full apron of delicate silk mull
embroideredl with orange blossoms fand
bordered with a row of tiny blossoms.
On the corsage were scarfs of embroidered
mull starting from the shoulders’ outline
to the square opening of the bodice, and
crossing below and under a loose belt of
satin that crossed from the left side to
the richt hip. The elbow sleeves were
finished with crossed scarfs of the delicate
mull and a little cluster of vrange blos-
soms, The veil of the most filmy Malines
tulie completely enveloped the figure,
falling from the coronet of orange blos-
soms on the nigh coiffure to the toe in
front, and falling away at the back to th
extreme end of the long train. The white
satin slippers bad a cluster of orange
blossoms in the tiny lace bow. She wore
uo jewels.

Dainty dresscs were worn by the other
ladies present. Mis Folsom wore a superb
dress of violet satiu, with garniture in
white faille, with crystallized violet drops
in pendants everywhere. Miss Cleveland
wore an exquisite dress, a combination of
Nile green and cameo pink duchesse satin
with silver ornaments, low corsage gar-
nished with pink roses, short sleeves demi
length gloves in light tan. She carried a
fan of pink curlew feathers. Mrs, Hoyt,
the President’s sister, wore a dainty cos-
tume en tcaine of China crepe in robin’s
egg blue, most effectively garnitured with
rare old lace. Her flowers were La France
roses. Mrs. Manning‘s dress was of
white satin, flounced across the front with
duchesse lace tri.;nmings, finisaed with sea
pearls, square neck and elbow sleeves.
She wore diamond ornaments. Mrs, En-
dicott wore satin, with silver and white®
sapphrie, draped in black Chantilly lace,
diamoud ornaments. Mrs. Whitney wore
a bodice of violet velvet, with white satin
and tulle, skirts trimmed with violets and
diamend orpameuts Mrs, Vilas’s dress
was light-blue silk, with long traia strewn
with daisies of silver, front of crystal and
point lace and pearl trimming, low neck
and elbow sleeves, Mrs. Lamont wore
an ivory-tinted satin dress, demi-tramn,
with a panel of orystal and pearl on the
left side of the skirt, square neck corsage
edged with crystal and jet fringe, elbow
sleeves and a beautiful corsage bouquet.

Another telegram says; President
Cleveland wedded his bride with a ring,
although he had previously declared him-
self opposed to that intricate form.
When taken to task by one of ‘the cabinet
lidies and urged to have a ring, he inno
¢ ntly said that ‘‘he supposed he might
get a ring and put it on beforeband and
that would do.” After the service of Dr.
Sunderland, Rev. William Cleveland, who
was to have pronounced the benediction,
changed that form to something between
a prayer and an exhortation to the bride
and groom. After the ceremony, as the
company were tendering their congratu-
tions the booming of the guns of the
President’s salute measured the cadence
of the Jast of the wedding chorus from
‘‘Lohengrin,” with which the Marine
band accompanied that stage of events:
None of the gifts were worn, and there
was no regular display of the presents,and
the list of them will not be given out.
The bride did not carry a bouquet, and
her mosher lifted the veil at the end of the
ceremony. All the ladies present gave
the bride the regulation kiss, but the
President djd vot salute his bride. Miss
Cleveland was pale and nervous during
the ceremony, and faltered and barely

| kept back the tears when she wentup to

congratulate her brother., \When the
company went out to the supper rooms,
the bri<¥e acvanced and put the kaoife in
the great cake, and gaveit a long cut.
A supper of terrapin, paper croguettes,
boned .game, fruit, ices and confection
followed, accompanied by champagne and
other wines. There were souvenir bone-
bons for each guest and souvenir'boxes of
wedding cake. The oblong white satin
boxes were painted with the marrage
emblem, lover's knots, the mouogram
“C. F.” and the date “June 2nd, 1886,”
in geld. ¥ach box was lined with white
satin ribbon, and on the card fastened at
oue curner the bride and groom had writ-
ten their names.

While the company were in the dining
room, the bride withirew to change to
her traveling dress. She allowed herself
40 minutes to make the change, but be-
fore that time a trunk was brought down
stairs, She and her mother and Miss
Cleveland followed with the whole com-
pany runuing after them and throwing

\ bandfuls of vice at them as they fled

down the corridor. The bride wore a
traveling dress of dark gray silk and
camel’s hair, A border of narrew white
stripesover half a yard decp trimmed
the skirt, and the d aperies were of the
same fiue stripes. A long double breast-
el waistcoat trimmed with cut shell but-
tous openedover a vest of the white stripes,
and asquare plastron of gray velvet fell
from a high rollivg collar. ~ With this she
wore a large Enghish hat of gray straw,
lined with gray velvetand trimmed with
stitf bows of picot ribbon. Dark gray
undressed kid gloves went with the cos-
tume, At a quarter of 9 o'clock the
couple #epped through the red room
window and down the steps of the south
portico to the waiting carriages.  They
drove rapidly to the east end of K street
where they boarded the private car of
President Garret of the Baltinore & Ohio
railroad, and went direct to Deer Paik,
Md., a summer resort at the summit of
the Biue Ridge, where they will occupy
the cottage of ex-Senator Davis of West
Virginia.

At the wedding, only Attorney-General
Gailand was missing from the cabinet
circle, and the gap was conspicuous,
Secretary Bayard having put aside his
mourn:ng sud Secretary Manning risen
from an invalid couch to be present at
the joyous event.  His sole reason for so
pronounced a slight is his unconquerable
aversion to the conventional garments of
society. Miss Bayard was the only ex-
ception made in omitting to ask the
daughters of members of cabinet families,
and she was the only one near the brides
age present.

The Qu:en sent the following cable
message to Prrsident Cleveland ;

Pray accept my siucere congratulations
on yourmarriage, and my best wishes for
your happiness,

(Signed) Vicroria.
THE BRIDE'S PERSONAL HISTORY.

Lady readers will, no doubt, be interest-
ed in the personal history of the dixtin-
guished  bride, which is given by the
Buttalo Courier ss follows, —

Miss Folsom, whose Christiau name, by
the way is not Frances, but Frank, was
born in the year 1864, aud will be 22
years old on the 21st of July., She was
born in the house No. 168 Edward street,
opposite the school yard of the orphan
asylum. As a child she attended Mme.
At the
time of Mr. Folsom's death in 1875, they
were stayiug at the Tifft House, It will
be remembered that Mrs. and Miss Fol.
t@m were in Medina when this . sad acci,

dent happened. After the funeral they
went to Medine, where Mrs, Harman,
Mrs, Folsum’s widowed mother, resided
Whilein Medina Mixs Folsom was a pupil
at the high schuol. Returning to Buffulo
in a few years, Frank eutered the Central
School: Winle enrolled as a pupil at the
Centrsl her name used often to get trans-
ferred to the boys’ liet, and so, in order
that it should sound less masculine, she
temporarily inserted the initial letter C.
after Frank, zalling hersel Frank Clara.
This explains why her name now eften er-
roneusly appears with the initial C,
She was a regular attendant of the Central
Presbyterian  Church, of which she is a
member. ler Central School certificates
aamitted her to the sophomore class at
Wells College, which she entered without
preliminary examination in the middle of
the echool year. She was graduated from
Wells College in June, 1885, her graduat-
ing essay taking the form of a story, The

In his seventeenth year he was
appointed assistant teacher in a New
York Schoal for the Blind, but soon lefs
and went West in search of employment.
At Buffalo he was induced by his uncle to
remain and assist him in the compilation
of an American herd book, and while
engaged in the work he secured a place as
a clerk with a law firm, He studied law
assidiously and in 1859 was admitted to
the bar. In 1863 he was appoiuted Assis-
tant District Attorney of Erie County.
During the war he supported his Mother
and sister, who were totally dependent
upon him, his two brothers having enlisi-
eg. In 1870 he was elected Sheriff of
Erie County. During the campaign for
the Presidency, his opp accused
him of having acted the part of the hang.
man. His reply was characteristic of him.
As the Sheriff of Erie Couaty, he per-
formed a disagreeable duty. He trusted
that he would always do his duty, no
matter how «disagreeable it might be. It
was a point made in his favor by his
enemies. In 1881 he was elected Mayor
of Buffalo by the largest vote ever given a
candidate for that office. His integrity,
firmness and fearlessness in administering
the affairs of the city, and in putting
down corruption, won for him the suj-
port of all houest people, irrespective of
party and paved the way for future great-
er political successes, In 1882 he wis
elected Governor of the State of New
York. It was in that campaign that he
made his famous declaration that ‘‘Pubilc
ofticers are the servants of the people.”
Without the usual*‘formal parade and pre-
cession through the streets” he quietly
assumed the functions of his office at
Albsny, and his administration was
marked by radical reforms introduced by
him. His administration of the affairs of
the State was as economical, efficient and
ure as that of the city of Buffalo had
een. In 1884 he was mominated by the
National Democratic Convention, held at
Chicago as the candidate for the Presiden-
cy, and at the election he received 4,874,-
986 out of 10,067,610 votes cast. The
vote of the E'ectoral College was 219 for
him and 182 for Blaine. As President he
has adhered with wonderfal tirmnees to
the genecal principles which guided his
conduct as Mayor of Buffalo and Gover-
nor of New Yerk. He has abided by the
principles of civil service reform in the
face of much antagonism on the part of
his own party, and hie administration has
been free from jingoism and bluster,
