Arrest Follows Testimony of 
Insurance Agent Who Says 
He Was an Eye-Witness to 
the Shooting.

S Freeport, N. Y., July 8.—Mrs. Flor- 
~ ence Conklin Carman, wife of Dr. Ed­

win Carman, was arrested today, ac­
cused as the mysterious assassin who 
» week ago last night murdered Mrs. 
Louise Bailey, wife of a Hempstead 
manufacturer, by firing a bullet 
through her heart while she was stand­
ing in the physician's office. Tonight 
Mrs. Carman, at whom the finger of 
euspicion has been pointing since the 
discovery was made that she had in­
stalled a telephonic instrument in her 
husband's office so that she might 
hear what went on between him and 
his women patients, is locked up in 
Nassau county Jail art Mineola. There 
she will remain until Monday, when 
she will be taken out and again exam­
ined by the coroner, before whom she 
pleaded not guilty when arraigned to­
day, after her arrest in the room where 
Mrs. Bailey died.

Mrs. Carman's iron nerve is shatter­
ed, for as the steel barred door of the 
Mineola jail closed behind her she pul­
led her heavy veil from hefr face and 
broke down.

Her husband and the sheriff, who 
took her in an automobile from her 
home here to the jail, assisted her to 
the top floor of the building.

The immediate cause of the arrest 
was the testimony given this morning 
by Ell wood T. Bardes, an insurance 
.agent, whom the authorities called the 
single reliable eyewitness to the 
crime. Bardes is under lock and key 
also. He is being detained as a ma- 

d terial witness, for his story is of so 
4 great importance that the authorities 
^said they feared an attempt might be 

made to get him from the jurisdiction 
of the New York courts.

Bardes’ story, briefly told, is this:
“At 7.30 o’clock, on the n'"ht of the 

murder, Bardes said, he de vrmined to 
pay a professional visit to Dr. Carman 
and allow him to dress a minor injury 
to one of his heels. He left his home 
and walked to the physician's house. 
Arriving, he decided he codld dress 
the injury himself and thereby save 
a doctor's fee. So he walked past the 
house and then turned around to be- 

' gin his journey home. At that instant 
* he heard an explosion. He thought it 

was caused by an automobile tire, but 
when he looked for the machine he 
could not find it. He turned his eyes 
toward the lawn at the side of Dr. Car­
man’s home. A woman, tall, well built, 
hatless, wearing a light shirtwaist and 
a dark skirt, was moving away from 
one of the windows at the side of the 
physician’s office toward the rear of 
the house. She was not running, not 
causually strolling around the lawn ; 
she was walking “in a hurry" the wit­
ness swore.

Bardes' story might still remain un­
sold had he not mentioned it, first to 
a woman who promptly telephoned the 
^district attorney and then to a Catho­
lic priest he visited for advice. The 
priest urged Bardes to make his story 

! known. But before an opportunity 
presented itself he was taken in cus­
tody by order of the district attorney.

Bardes testified today after Mrs. 
Carman’s twelve year daughter Eliza­

beth had tried to strengthen her moth- 
•ler's alibi and representatives of the 
^manufacturers of the telephonic in­

strument had told of selling the device 
to the physicain’s wife and of install­
ing it in her home.

Coroner Norton, after spending an 
hour studying the testimony of Bardes 
and other witnesses, wrote out his 
charge and ordered Mrs. Carman's ar-

St Andrews, July 8—The plans for 
the new Algonquin Hotel, as approved 
by the president of the C. P. R., have 
arrived, the contract has been let, and 
all is now in readiness for the con­
struction of the new building, which 
will be pushed forward as rapidly as 
possible.

The contract for the superstructure, 
which it Is estimated wil cost within 
the vicinity of one hundred thousand 
dollars, has been awarded to the Peter 
Lyall & Sons Construction Company 
Limited of Montreal, and they are un­
der contract to have theii part of the 
work finished by the last of October.

The building will be constructed 
entirely of reinforced concrete, all par­
titions to be of terra cotta, with fire 
proof doors between the wings, thus 
making it as nearly fireproof as possi­
ble. The new hotel, when completed, 
will be a handsome and imposing 
structure of six stories, with accommo­
dation for five hundred and fifty guests 
and three hundred employees.

The Layout
On the ground floor there will be 

two main entrances, one to the large 
rotunda of the hotel, which is ninety 
feet long by twenty feet wide, with a 
fireplace at each end, and a ladies’ en­
trance to the drawing room, which 
room will be “fifty bv forty feet. In 
the centre of the main building, as 
one enters, will be found the general 
office, manager's office, telephone ex­
change, nejrs stand, etc. The large 
and spacUMu dining room, one hun­
dred and nine feet by forty-one feet, 
with seating capacity for five hundred 
guests, is situated on this floor, at the 
west end. Connected with the main 
dining hall are two private dining 
rooms, the officers’ dining room, and 
children’s dining room. There will 
also be a ladies' sitting room, and

writing and reading rooms. The bar­
ber shop, billiard rooms, bar-room and 
cafe, for the use of the guests, will be 
situated directly under the main office. 
The remaining four stories will be 
composed of sleeping apartments. Spa­
cious verandahs and balconies will 
adorn the building.

The men in charge of this tremen­
dous undertaking, and upon whom the 
responsibility rests, are Manager A. A. 
Allerton of the Algonquin, who is keep­
ing a watchful eye on all phases of 
the work : George Archer, superintend­
ent for the Lyall Construction Co. Lim­
ited; Robert A. Clark, local superin­
tendent for the C. P. R., who has 
charge of the work of restoring the 
old wings, which work is being done 
by the C. P. R. Mr. Clark has eighty- 
five men employed, and is making 
splnedid progress with his end of the 
work. Mr. Huch is inspector for the 
C. P. R. on the new building. There 
are about seventy men employed, ex­
cavating for the new building, which 
work, it is expected, will be completed 
early next week. Concrete mixtures 
and other necessary machinery, are 
now being set up to be in readiness 
and with the arrival of two hundred 
and fifty men during the next few days 
the wor kwill be in full swing and will 
be rushed forward with all possible 
speed as the hotel must be completed 
and ready for the reception of guests 
be the first of June next.
